8. Conservation Areas
(a) Information about Conservation Areas by Andrew Langley from Rushcliffe Borough Council
(b) Proposal to create a Conservation Area in Stanford on Soar 
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Andrew Langley had sent his apologies as he was unexpectedly unable to attend the meeting. The Council briefly discussed the matter but agreed to defer the item until the next meeting when it was hoped Andrew Langley would be able to attend.

9. Village Sign
(a) Refurbishment of Village Centre Sign
Cllr McKim had met with the contractor who maintains the Five Oaks garden area to discuss refurbishing the village sign. Following this Cllr McKim and Cllr Waters had closely inspected the sign and it was considered that the sign was beyond repair/a simple repaint. The Clerk was asked to contact the company who had replaced the sign in Rempstone for a quote for both a single and double sided sign, a new post and delivery and installation. Subject to an agreeable quote the Clerk will then submit a bid for match funding from Nottinghamshire County Council when the Local Communities Fund opens for applications in September.

10. Defibrillator at the SSAFA Norton House
Cllr Barney has offered SSAFA £300 funding towards a defibrillator which will be placed on the outside of Norton House and available for wider village use as necessary.

11. Planning
• 24/01175/AGRIC - Barn Farm, Leake Lane, Stanford On Soar - Lean-To (NorthWest) extension to existing Stock Barn - roof to be a continuation of and at the same roof pitch as the existing barn, made of the same roofing material (corrugated fibre cement - natural grey, with occasional plastic lights). Constructed of steel framing with concrete panel sides to 2 m and Yorkshire Boarding above. 1x Galvanised steel gate to match existing barn – RBC permission granted.

• 24/00862/FUL - Land South Of Underhill Farm, Leake Lane, Stanford On Soar - Erection of detached agricultural workers dwelling with integral farm office – RBC permission refused.

• 24/00131/FUL - Five Oaks Farm  Main Street Stanford On Soar - Application for the partial demolition of agricultural Barn 5 and canopy between Barns 1 and 6, sheeting to walls of agricultural Barns 5, 6 and 7 – PC neutral response, pending RBC decision.
