ANNUAL AUDIT

(a) Appointment of Internal Auditor


The Council confirmed the appointment of David Dixon to carry out the internal audit for the financial year ending 31st March 2026.


(b) Changes to Requirements/Assertions for the Annual Audit


The Clerk briefed the Council on expectations under assertion 10 of the AGAR form. The Council confirmed there were adequate data protection policies and an IT policy in place, the website meets accessibility requirements (achieving a score of 10.0 out of 10.0 when using an accessibility checker) and the Parish Council has an email account on a Council owned domain – clerk@bradmorevillage.org.uk. Policies are reviewed and updated annually in May each year to ensure the Council remains compliant.

AMENITIES



(a) Defibrillator Update

The new defibrillator has been installed and is fully operational. Despite the Clerk chasing Community Heartbeat Trust on a weekly basis for an invoice for the new maintenance plan and a pro rata refund for the previous plan this has still not been issued.

(b) Broken light in telephone kiosk

Cllr Shipman has had a look at this, the light has security screws so cannot be opened by individuals. The Council agreed to look at alternative options for a replacement such as a solar or battery light.

(b) Email from resident regarding the light in the northbound bus shelter not working – This has been reported by the Clerk.

An email had been received from a resident about an overgrown hedge on Loughborough Road impeding visibility for residents waiting in the bus shelter, it was noted this had now been cut.
Cllr Matthews had sent an email asking the Parish Council to publish a Reform UK update on the Parish Council’s website. It was agreed this would not be appropriate as the Parish Council is non-political.
