MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY 10TH JULY 2024
The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 10th July were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Shipman as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair gave an update on County Council matters. Work on the Pendock Lane roundabout is in progress and is due to be completed by 8th October. The resurfacing of the A60 from the Mere Way roundabout in Ruddington to the Pendock Lane roundabout is scheduled from 21st October for a duration of 2 weeks, most of the work will be carried out at night, diversions will be in place. 
The County Council have put extra finance into addressing flooding in the County. Severn Trent Water has been working in the village today to flush out the system, they are expected to carry out further work tomorrow. 

Cllr Shipman raised concerns about the road surface breaking up on Farmer Street on the bend towards The Ramper. Cllr Adair will follow up on this once Cllr Shipman has supplied photos of the problem.

Cllr Higginson has been liaising with Severn Trent Water and the County Council over both flooding/drainage issues. There is now a dedicated case worker from Severn Trent Water handling the situation.

PLANNING
24/01055/LBC - Rufford Lodge, 36 Farmer Street, Bradmore - Removal of conservatory from the rear of the property and replacement by double doors and side windows – PC no objections.
24/01043/FUL - 22 Far Street, Bradmore - Internal reconfiguration to create open plan kitchen/dining/living at Ground Floor. Two storey extension to the front of the property to create additional guest bedroom and reconfigured rear bedrooms at First Floor – PC No objection in principle, note comments re parking.

Update on planning application for Johnsons Aggregates, Bunny – there has been no further progress from a Borough or County Council perspective. The Clerk will contact Bunny Parish Council to see if they have any more information.
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Item 12a was moved up the agenda. The Council had no concerns about the potential removal of the tree at 25 Far Street but suggested that a native tree species should be chosen if a replacement is planted elsewhere in the garden. The owners have submitted an application to Rushcliffe Borough Council.
