HIGHWAYS, TRANSPORT AND FOOTPATHS
(a) A60 Loughborough Road – Speed Limit and Mini Roundabout
Cllr Adair and the Clerk have been in contact with NCC/Via about the outstanding work to correct the signage and other items. The speed limit through the village will be 30mph. 
(b) A60 Loughborough Road Flooding 

Cllr Higginson updated the meeting on the two flooding matters on Loughborough Road. NCC/Via currently have a final solution going through their legal team to have a new drain installed through the field at the northern end of the village. Severn Trent Water will be cleansing the drains on Loughborough Road every 3 months instead of every 6 months to see if that helps with the blocked/overflowing drains. Cllr Higginson also noted that the contractors working on the roundabout and resurfacing had put excess soil into the culvert, NCC/Via are arranging for the contractor to come back to rectify this along with the signage. Following this NCC/Via will come back to clean out the culvert.
(c) Community Speedwatch
The team are waiting for the speed limit reduction before carrying out any further activity.
