BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on Borough Council matters including the proposed reorganisation of local government which would see borough and district councils go, being replaced by unitary authorities. A supplementary planning consultation document is due to be published soon. The process for the standardisation of recycling collections is going to cabinet next week, with kerbside glass recycling likely to commence by the end of the year. 
Cllr Adair updated the meeting on County Council matters. The 30mph speed limit is now in place on Loughborough Road, the interactive signs have now been updated and all the correct signage is now in place. Outstanding matters – there is a light out on the A60 and the column from the sign at the end of The Ramper still needs to be removed.
