BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Edyvean and Cllr Brown gave an update on Local Government Reorganisation. Cllr Matthews noted local government is a very different industry and it is much harder to make savings, three key areas significantly affect the finances of the Council are the capital assets, adult social care and the council tax amount. There are currently an estimated 1.5 million potholes in Nottinghamshire, the County Council will be investing £182m in the roads this year, part of which has come from the East Midland’s Mayor. The County Council/Via have hired two JCB pothole repair machines, whilst not every road can be fixed overnight Cllr Matthews hopes by September there is be a significant improvement across the County. Cllr Brown expressed his concern about a motion going to full Council this week to stop supplementary questions during County Council meetings, he believes this removes scrutiny and is an end to democracy.

There is also potential planning consent issues given the locations are within the Conservation Area. Nottinghamshire County Council did offer a compromise in that they would place their official signs which have been designed in conjunction with the Police around the village. Cllr Shipman will list suitable locations for the Clerk to send to the County Council.
