PARISH COUNCIL’S REPORT FOR 2025/26

Cllr Shipman read out his report on the Parish Council’s activities for the last year.


It’s even harder to believe, that it’s been a year since our last meeting. The Parish Council continues to hold public meetings on the 2nd Wednesday of every other month at 7.30pm in the Methodist Church, to which you as residents of Bradmore are always welcome. Copies of upcoming meeting agendas are displayed on the village notice boards, in the community hall and on the village website. The highlights of the past 12 months include:  

Members of your Parish Council, have continued to consider new and revised planning applications in and around the village, all of which have been commented on. The planned works to lessen the impact of heavy rainfall and associated flood risks which were due to be carried out during the last year were not carried out due to various problems, but we are reliably informed by James Naish MP that these will be completed during this financial year (2026/27). We also continue to monitor building works at various locations around the village and are in contact with the appropriate local authority departments raising yours and our concerns. We continue to carry out speed watch duties aided and abetted by the regular attendance of the camera van, which we understand still does a roaring trade in fines!

What the future holds for Bradmore: (Ask not what Bradmore can do for you, but what you can do for Bradmore)

Following the resignation of Councilor Pendry yesterday, we as a PC are now carrying 3 vacancies. Anyone who is interested and would like more information, please speak to either the parish clerk or any of the councillors. You should know that we need a minimum of 3 councillors to be able to hold a meeting. The filling of these posts is becoming urgent as we do not currently have enough members to cover especially with regards to holidays and more importantly sickness or long-term illness etc. The PC will continue to comment as required on any proposed development or planning applications and would encourage concerned residents to submit any comments they wish to make to RBC directly via their website. Works have now been completed to the exterior of the Spire rooms and work is due to start on the internal repairs. The group of volunteers who maintain the village flower bed and area around the memorial tree would also like new members to help with the work to keep these areas clean and tidy.

In terms of finance:

During the financial year 2025/26 the Parish Council received a total income of £7317.67 and had total expenditure of £6575.37, leaving a closing bank balance of £5585.66. The most notable item of expenditure for 2025/26 was the new replacement defibrillator. Our thanks go to Cllr Matthews who donated £1000 from his County Council Divisional Fund towards this. In order to cover expected expenditure for 2026/27, the Parish Council agreed to request a precept of £6165 which represents a 0% change on a band D. This still remains one of the lowest in Rushcliffe for a parish of our size.

OPEN SESSION AND QUESTIONS
A resident gave an update on the progress at the Spire Room. The committee is making good progress and is close to target in bringing the room back into use for church services. 

The spire and tower is now watertight, bird access to the chamber has been restricted and the outside lights have been replaced. Next step is to replace the toilet window and repaint the other windows. 

Inside there is some water damage, some stonework needs repair and parts of the roof needs replacing, there is some damp work to be carried out to the walls, then the interior can be repainted. 

Once the work is completed the committee need to consider the running costs, whether the chairs should be replaced, clean the floor tiles and get the internal lighting looked at and checked. The repositioning of the WC and basin to make it more accessible will also be considered.

When the work is completed volunteers will be needed to act as churchwarden, cleaner and to carry out garden maintenance. 

More funding will be needed going forward. Cllr Brown suggesting applying to East Midland Airport’s Community Fund for help towards the project.
