MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY 8TH JANUARY
The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 8th January were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Shipman as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair reported that works to prevent flooding at the northern end of Loughborough Road are in the budget for the next financial year. Cllr Adair announced that this would be his last meeting as he is not standing in the County Council elections in May. Cllr Shipman thanked Cllr Adair for his 27 years of service to the village through the County Council, Borough Council and Parish Council.
Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on the proposals being considered for the reorganisation of local government. Rushcliffe Borough Council are holding an extraordinary meeting next week to discuss which proposals to put forward. The government will then respond by June and a final proposal will be put forward by local councils in November. Renewal notices for the green bin scheme have gone out. Evans pharmacy in East Leake are trialling a new scheme called Pharmacy Pathfinder where the prescribing pharmacist can treat a number of conditions which usually would require a consultation with a GP. Keyworth leisure centre is currently being upgraded. Cllr Edyvean will be standing in the County Council elections in May. There is currently a revised consultation for the Greater Nottingham Strategic Plan.

(b) Community Speedwatch
The group had carried out a speed check on Monday, during the one hour period 399 vehicles were speed checked with 9 cars exceeding 36mph and 2 exceeding 40mph. The highest recorded speed being 47mph. Many drivers sped up once they had passed the group, as indicated by the interactive speed sign. The previous day a member of the group had carried out a covert check without the signage (this data will not be sent to the Police), when drivers were not aware their speed was being checked significantly more were speeding. Of 276 vehicles which were speed checked during the one hour period 34 were driven in excess of 40mph and 33 at between 36 to 39mph. The highest recorded speeds were 48 and 53mph. The Clerk will write and ask if the police speed enforcement vehicle can attend the village.

Defibrillator – Registering with The Circuit and estimated costs for replacement – The Clerk had spoken with Community Heartbeat Trust who have outlined estimated costs for when a replacement defibrillator is required, the current device is likely nearing the end of its life. Community Heartbeat Trust are also suggesting current devices are now registered on The Circuit to prevent individuals claiming ownership by registering a device themselves. The Parish Council is still able to use the Webnos system for compliance reporting. It was agreed that the Clerk would register the device with The Circuit.
