(b) Flawforth Lane Traffic Lights – concern has been expressed by residents about the safety of the lights

now the road layout has been changed.

(c) Deer Signs – the sightings of deer on Plumtree Lane and also an incident with a deer being hit had been 

discussed, the Clerk had followed this up with Nottinghamshire County Council, but as there had been no recent official reports the road is ineligible for signage. Residents are urged to report any incidents.

(d) Speed on Main Street – a cat had been hit by a car on Main Street, residents are asked to slow down as 

as there is limited visibility around parked cars and a higher number of children in the village who could be hit. Cllr Brown offered to find out from Nottinghamshire County Council if a 20mph speed limit could be considered.
