(c) Change of Bank Update
The opening of a free community bank account had been rejected by Natwest, instead the Parish Council had been offered a business account. This type of bank account incurs charges after the initial period. In the meantime HSBC had notified the Parish Council that they were no longer charging a monthly fee (although charges are still applicable for some transactions such as cheque or cash payments/deposits). On this basis the Parish Council agreed to no longer pursue changing the bank account. It was agreed to add the Clerk and Cllr Shipman as signatories to the HSBC bank accounts.

AMENITIES

(a)
Defibrillator – Discussion of funding options for replacing the defibrillator
The Parish Council agreed to apply to the East Midlands Airport Community Fund for the cost of a replacement defibrillator. The next round of funding closes in October. The Clerk will obtain a quote for a replacement and this will be considered at the next meeting in September. The intention will then be to replace the defibrillator early 2026.
(b) Refurbishment of Village Benches
Cllr Shipman thanked the Clerk for repainting the village benches.
