BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair provided an update on the Pendock Lane roundabout, the developers are looking to book road space to carry out the work in May/June. It is likely that road closures will be required. The resurfacing of Loughborough Road and the speed reduction are in the plans for 2024/25.

The majority of vehicles had been slowing down, 2 village residents had been caught exceeding the limit. The Council questioned whether it would be possible to have smaller/permanent speedwatch signs, the Clerk will make enquiries.
(c) Footpaths

Via have confirmed that work to address the flooding and drainage problems on Loughborough Road is included in the budget for 2024/25.
