MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 11TH MAY 2023
The minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 11TH May 2023 were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Shipman as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Edyvean had sent an update about the Pendock Lane roundabout, whilst it is too early to say when work will be completed, progress is being made on the S278 agreement between the developer and Via.
Cllr Adair provided an update on County Council matters including the building of a new County Council building in Hucknall. He also spoke of funding opportunities available for the Parish Council and/or village organisations. Cllr Adair questioned the situation with the defibrillator. Cllr Shipman moved item 9 up the agenda.

VETS AND DEFIBRILLATOR
It was noted that there had been various comments on the village WhatsApp group and between residents about the defibrillator and access to the device. The Parish Council reiterated the official procedure, as per Community Heartbeat Trust’s guidance which is in the first instance to dial 999 and follow the advice of the 999 call handler. The call handler will advise if use of the defibrillator is recommended and provide the access code where necessary. The defibrillator should not be removed from the cabinet unless guidance has been given to do so by the 999 call handler, doing so could result in the device not being in a ready state should an emergency arise.
The Parish Council also reviewed a letter received from Will Quince MP about registering defibrillators with The Circuit. Community Heartbeat Trust have asked NALC and Will Quince MP to retract the letter until known issues with The Circuit have been addressed. In addition to this no device with a maintenance plan with CHT can be listed with The Circuit (this includes the defibrillator in Bradmore).
