BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair provided an update on Borough and County Council matters including budgets for 2023/24, a planning update, the siding up of the path along the A60 between Bradmore and Bunny and the delays in commencing work on the Pendock Lane roundabout. Cllr Adair noted that this would be his last meeting as Borough Councillor, but he would still be attending in his capacity as County Councillor. Cllr Shipman thanked Cllr Adair for his years of service on the Borough Council.

HIGHWAYS, TRANSPORT AND FOOTPATHS
(a) Community Speedwatch

Funding had been received from the County Council for the equipment, there are now 8 volunteers in Bradmore. The clerk will liaise with Bunny Parish Council to set a group/joint procedure. Cllr Shipman will be on the group representing the Parish Council.
(b) CCTV on Village Footpath
The clerk confirmed that CCTV is allowed along the footpath, the owner is required to comply with data protector laws. No follow up action is required.

DEFIBRILLATOR AND VETS INFORMATION 

The Community Heartbeat Trust confirmed the procedure for using the VETS number, this differed from the advice given at the recent training session. In the event of a cardiac arrest, 999 should be called first and then VETS second. It was felt that this restricted the helpfulness of the service when the defibrillator may be required quickly, although it could still provide a valuable service for other situations, such as falls. The Parish Council would monitor the usage of the system over the next year. Cllr Crompton to review the draft flyer which will then be distributed to all households.
