OPEN SESSION

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

HIGHWAYS, TRANSPORT AND FOOTPATHS
(a) Community Speedwatch

The Parish Council agreed to pursue the joint purchase of the kit required for Community Speedwatch with funding from Cllr Adair, subject to the agreement of Bunny Parish Council. It was agreed the clerk would formally write to Bunny Parish Council. Cllr Shipman said he would attend Bunny Parish Council’s next meeting should there be any questions about the scheme. The logistics of a joint scheme would need to be discussed further.

It was noted that all the footpaths are currently very boggy.

There had been no expression of interest in the councillor vacancy.

DEFIBRILLATOR AND VETS
The defibrillator and VETS session had been well attended. A number of volunteers had come forward for the VETS scheme. It was agreed the clerk would put together a flyer with the VETS number and procedure on for printing and circulating around the village. A separate information sheet would be prepared for the VETS volunteers. The councillors discussed The Circuit and defib finder website, in line with the guidance from Community Heartbeat Trust the Council agreed not to list the defibrillator. The defibrillator is registered with the East Midlands Ambulance Service and call handlers will advise callers when it is appropriate to access the defibrillator. The VETS number will be added to the village website.

(c) Draft Budget and Precept – The Parish Council agreed to submit a precept request of £4700, this represents a 17.5% increase on a band D property, in monetary terms the increase is from £23.60 to £27.73 on a band D property, which is a little under 8p per week. When compared to similar sized parishes in Rushcliffe (with a taxbase of between 100-200) this still remains the lowest precept. It was agreed to look into purchasing an artificial Christmas tree jointly with the Methodist Church, the initial outlay would be greater but there would be long term savings. This would be revisited at the next meeting.
(d) Change to Banking Signatories – Bank Mandate Form

The form had been submitted to HSBC. The clerk would check to see if the amendments had been made before the next meeting.
