PLANNING

22/02008/FUL -  Land East Of The Old Haybarn, Farmer Street, Bradmore - Erection of 4no. detached family homes with associated access and landscaping – The Parish Council had a lengthy debate on the application and agreed unanimously to object to the application, concerns expressed included the overstretched sewage system, loss of trees, loss of visual amenity, density of the proposed houses and the safety implications from the access point on Farmer Street.`

MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 8TH SEPTEMBER 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 8TH September 2022 were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Nathanson as a true account of the meeting. 
Matters Arising: Cllr Nathanson expressed thanks to the villagers who took part in the litter pick in October and to Cllr Shipman for putting up the lamp post poppies.
Cllr Gibbs provided an update on the Salvation Army carol singing in the village, as of this December this will be an event organised by the Events Group. The Parish Council agreed to purchase the Christmas tree at a cost of £95 from the usual supplier, delivery will be on 1st December and the decorating will be carried out by the Events Group.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair provided an update on Borough and County Council matters including the East Midlands devolution deal, which will bring an additional £1.14billion of funding to the area. The Borough and County Councils are currently working on budgets for 2023/24, it was noted that finances would be tight over the next few years. Cllr Adair reported that siding up work on the pavement between Ruddington and Bradmore had now been completed.

Before Cllr Adair left the meeting the Parish Council discussed a letter to local residents received from the owner of The Little Bunny Retreat stating that he would like to increase the number of pitches at the site. It was agreed that the Parish Council would respond to acknowledge receipt but no further comments would be made.

HIGHWAYS, TRANSPORT AND FOOTPATHS
(a) Siding Up of Pavement
As noted above the siding up work to the pavement between Bradmore and Ruddington had been carried out, Cllr Crompton would continue to monitor the condition of the pavement.

(b) Suggestion of Zebra Crossing on Loughborough Road

An email from a resident expressing concern for the safety of residents crossing the road to access the bus stop had been received, this is particularly a problem for school children crossing at peak times. Cllr Adair said the cost would make it prohibitive. Cllr Adair left the meeting.
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The Parish Council agreed they would put forward the request for a zebra crossing to Nottinghamshire County Council. The Parish Council also asked the Clerk to contact Nottinghamshire County Council to request that the 30mph speed limit is implemented now instead of waiting for the delayed roundabout.

The training session which had been scheduled for Wednesday 2nd November had had to be cancelled by the trainer at short notice. The rescheduled date will now be Thursday 5th January. Cllr Gibbs will share details on the village WhatsApp group and the Clerk will email residents on the Parish Council’s email list. By the next meeting the Parish Council would like to better understand how the VETS system works alongside dialling 999 and then be in a position to issue clear guidance and a flyer to residents with how the system works. The Parish Council would urge as many residents as possible to attending the defibrillator and VETS training.
