TRANSPORT SURVEY

Cllr Crompton summarised the report he had circulated prior to the last meeting. Councillors agreed to promote the bus service, Cllr Crompton will put a message on the village WhatsApp group asking residents to contact the Clerk if they experienced any problems with the bus service. Cllr Gibbs would put a message on the village WhatsApp group to encourage residents to ask other residents if they need a lift anywhere. Councillors would see if there is any desire in the village to reinstate the community bus to Ruddington. It was agreed to wait until the siding up work had been completed along the pavement between Bradmore and Ruddington before deciding on a next step.

PARISH COUNCIL ROLE IN VILLAGE EVENTS
The Council reviewed the events taking place in the village and agreed the that the Parish Council would be responsible for the village litter picks, inviting the cadets and laying the wreath at the Remembrance Day service and ordering the Christmas tree which the Events Group would then decorate. This year the Christmas tree light switch on will take place at the village Christmas lunch. The Clerk will order the tree to be delivered on Friday 2nd December. The Parish Council will no longer have any involvement with the Morris dancers, instead the Clerk should direct them to the Events Group. The Clerk will contact the residents organising the carol singing for an update.

(a) Village Entry signs

Residents had been commenting that they would like to see a footpath to the garden centre, the Parish Council have raised this with the County Council on a number of occasions and due to the costs involved it is not possible.

CORRESPONDENCE

(a)
Winter Salt 
The Clerk will order the five free bags of salt to be delivered to the Community Hall. Cllr Gibbs and Cllr Crompton both agreed to store some and some will be required to top up the grit bin.
(b) Annual Town and Parish Forum – 5th October 2022

(c) NALC AGM -17th November

(d) Defibrillator Battery Replacement
The volunteer carrying out the weekly defibrillator checks had notified the Clerk that the battery was low on the defibrillator. The defibrillator continues to work but a replacement battery will be required in the near future. This will be supplied automatically by The Community Heartbeat Trust under our maintenance agreement.
(e) VETS Review, Defibrillator Refresher Session and Annual Review

There had been a recent incident in the village where access to the defibrillator was required but it had not been used, the Parish Council are unsure of the circumstances around this. It was agreed that the Parish Council needed clarity on how VETS works and where this fitted in with calling 999. A resident on the VETS contact list had written to the Clerk to ask to be removed, this highlighted the need to review who is on the list 
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and if they are happy to remain on the list. Alongside this it was agreed that the Parish Council should provide a refresher training session for the village on CPR and how to use the defibrillator. The Clerk had contacted The Community Heartbeat Trust and the cost of this would be £175 + VAT. The Clerk was asked to book a session, date to be confirmed. It was agreed the Defibrillator and VETS should be reviewed annually alongside the policy reviews in May each year.
