MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON THURSDAY 12TH MAY 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 2nd March 2022 were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Nathanson as a true account of the meeting. 
Matters Arising: The Clerk had attended the Town and Parish Forum, key areas discussed included a campaign to promote new councillors at next year’s election. Changes to election laws mean anyone voting in person will need a form of photographic identification. It was noted that Rushcliffe Borough Council will be able to provide this for residents who do not have any of the accepted forms of ID.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair reported that the roundabout at the junction of Pendock Lane had been delayed due to the developers being behind quota at the Bunny Lane, Keyworth site. The speed limit along Loughborough Road will not be reduced until the roundabout has been constructed. The resurfacing of Loughborough Road is still in the budget for 2023/24. The siding up of the footpath to Ruddington will be completed during 2022/23, siding up work is usually completed between November-March. Other items discussed included the Tour of Britain, the Freeport site and the proposed mayoral system. With regards to item 7, Cllr Adair urged residents to use the bus service or it will likely be lost.

TOUR OF BRITAIN

The bicycle race is returning to Nottinghamshire on Thursday 8th September. Loughborough Road will be shut for approximately 20 minutes between 10.30-11.30am. The Parish Council are asking residents along the route to decorate their frontages. In addition to this the Parish Council agreed to order a Tour of Britain village sign and bunting, the Parish Council would formally write to Cllr Adair for funding towards this. Cllr Shipman agreed to open the Community Hall for refreshments after the race has passed through, he noted that the harvest festival stall will also be in the hall on this day.

TRANSPORT SURVEY

Cllr Crompton had circulated prior to the meeting a paper on the findings from the transport survey. There had been 45 responses. 36 residents stated they would use a reliable bus service, Cllr Crompton stressed the importance of using the bus service, if it is considered uneconomical it will likely be lost as has been seen across the country. Councillors agreed Cllr Crompton’s suggestion of promoting the bus service through the village WhatsApp group and through the Parish Council’s minutes would be the best approach. 
The survey had also highlighted residents’ desire to walk to Ruddington should the footpath be better maintained/fit for purpose. Councillors agreed to wait until the siding up work had been carried out before pursuing this any further with the County Council. To be revisited at the next meeting when Cllr Crompton is present.

PARISH COUNCILLOR VACANCY 
There had been no expression of interest in the parish councillor vacancy.

LAMP POST POPPIES

A resident had contacted Cllr Nathanson about having lamp post poppies in the village. Until the speed limit is reduced on the A60 the Parish Council are unable to gain consent from the County Council for the poppies. However, it was agreed to purchase 20 lamp post poppies, some of which could be used within the village in the meantime.

PARISH COUNCIL ROLE IN VILLAGE EVENTS
Councillors discussed how there was a lack of clarity over whose responsibility the various village events were. To prevent confusion it was agreed the Parish Council should only be using their email circulation list for Parish Council events, other organisations could use the website or WhatsApp group for circulating messages/promoting events. It was agreed that the three main village organisations, the Methodist Church, the Events Group and the Parish Council, needed to meet to agree whose responsibility each event would be going forward. Cllr Nathanson asked the Clerk to contact Cllr Gibbs who is also Chair of the Events Group for a list of events they consider to be within their remit. A draft list would be put together ahead of the next meeting.

(a) Road Surface on Loughborough Road – covered under item 5. It was noted a motorcyclist had come off their bike and was injured, this was thought to be as a result of the poor road surface.
(b) Village Entry Sign – The sign as you enter Bradmore from Bunny is in a poor state, Cllr Shipman will take a photo of the sign for the Clerk to then follow up with the County Council.
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(c) Overgrown Vegetation – Cllr Shipman had received a complaint about a resident’s overgrown rose bush. Residents are reminded to keep foliage cut clear of the pavement. 

It was also noted that adequate safety precautions should be in place where residents are leaving trailing electricity wires over the pavements/verges, such as when charging electric vehicles.
