MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY 9TH JULY 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 9th July were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Shipman as a true account of the meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Brown and Cllr Matthews provided an update on the local government reorganisation. The County Council had voted to put forward option 1B which would see Gedling and Broxtowe join up with the City Council to form one unitary authority and the rest of Nottinghamshire form a second unitary authority. The government were set to respond to final proposals during March 2026, but this has been pushed back until July 2026. Originally it was thought that the restructure would save £5 billion nationally, but now it has been admitted calculations were wrong and it is estimated that it will cost around this figure. 
The A6006 is due to be closed at the Kirk Hill Bridge near Sutton Bonington for almost a year from October, while Network Rail replace the bridge as part of the electrification of the Midland Mainline. The A60 forms part of the diversion route. The County Councillors were unhappy with the lack of notice or consultation.

(a) A60 Loughborough Road Flooding 

Work is scheduled to take place in February 2026.

(b) Community Speedwatch
Nothing further to report, with current temporary lights in place traffic is currently slower through the village.
It was noted there had been an increase in large vehicles going through the village to access the building site on The Ramper. Cllr Shipman will speak with the site manager to ask if they can just use the northern entrance to minimise disruption to residents.
