MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY 2ND MARCH 2022
The minutes of the meeting held on Wednesday 2nd March 2022 were approved by the Council and signed by Cllr Nathanson as a true account of the meeting. 
Cllr Nathanson noted that at the last meeting the Parish Council had been made aware of a glamping site being set up at Paddock Rise, this was followed up with Rushcliffe Borough Council who informed the Parish Council this was considered as permitted development. After listening to concerns of residents it was agreed to submit a response to Woodland Champions Club who had granted the exemption certificate. To date we have not had a written response to the concerns that were raised. We understand that this matter is still of great concern to many residents, however, the Parish Council consider everything that is within the remit of the Parish Council has been carried out and individuals who wish to take the matter further should do so on an personal basis.
Cllr Crompton thanked residents for returning the transport survey, there had been 45 respondents. Cllr Crompton circulated a brief summary of initial findings and would be putting forward recommendations at the July Parish Council meeting.

BOROUGH AND COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT

Cllr Adair was unable to attend the meeting but had contacted the Clerk with an update prior to the meeting. The resurfacing of Loughborough Road is scheduled to take place in the financial year 2023/24 once the roundabout at the junction of Pendock Lane has been completed. Cllr Adair noted that he had observed that most of the buses passing through Bradmore are empty and if residents didn’t use the service it could be stopped. Councillors asked the Clerk to obtain an update from Cllr Adair about when the siding up to the footpath alongside the A60 to Ruddington would take place, it was additionally noted this needed extending as far as Bunny.

(b) Freedom of Information Request – Since the last meeting the Parish Council has received one Freedom of Information request. The Parish Council sought guidance from the SLCC, NALC and Rushcliffe Borough Council’s legal team and the Clerk and councillors provided all the information required as part of the request. The time involved in this for both the Clerk and councillors was noted.
(c) Rushcliffe South Villages Community Safety Group will be holding a  meeting on 23rd May at Rushcliffe Arena - no attendees from the Parish Council.
(d) For Sale Board – A villager has complained about the for sale board on the corner of The Ramper. Details to be passed on to Via as it is on the Highways verge.
(e) An email had been received from a resident whose window had been smashed by what was believed to be debris from the road surface getting flicked up by a high speed vehicle. The resident was expressing concern that the road needed resurfacing. As highlighted under item 7 this would be taking place during the financial year 2023/24 once work on the roundabout at the Pendock Lane junction was completed. Cllr Nathanson noted an area close to the Pendock Lane turn which is severely disintegrating, Clerk to report to Via.
