Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 17th March 2026

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr A Edyvean (RBC). Cllr J Cottee (NCC) not present.
2. Declaration of Interests
None.
3. Approval of Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 20th January 2026
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 20th January 2026 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower. 
4. Open Session

The chevrons on Loughborough Road south of the crossroads on the southbound side are very dirty and obscured by overgrown vegetation – the Clerk was asked to report this to NCC.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean was unable to attend the meeting but had asked the Clerk to raise two matters, the Local Government Reorganisation consultation which is running until 26th March and the upcoming changes to what can be recycled in the blue bin from 31st March, including tetra paks, plastic fruit trays, toothpaste tubes and clean aluminum foil/food trays/tubes.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
(a) A6006 Zouch Bridge and Kirk Hill Road Closures - Update

Cllr Gower had attended the latest meeting for interested parties. Network Rail and NCC are still negotiating on who will pay for road repairs, there had been disputes over cross county signage in Stanford on Soar and discussions over grafitti on bridges and the position on whether this will be removed or not. Zouch bridge has now shut for 18 weeks. 

Despite chasing up after the last meeting and being assured notice to fix had been served, the rattling manhole cover at the crossroads had still not been fixed. Additionally, two deep potholes have developed at the crossroads, the Clerk will report these. The condition of Wysall Lane outside of the village up to the parish boundary was discussed, the Clerk had previously reported this but no action had been taken by NCC. The Parish Council agreed this section of road posed a danger to cyclists and was becoming impassable to traffic – the Clerk will raise the matter again.
Footpaths all seem to be ok, muddy but not overgrown. Dog warden to be contacted again about two further incidents of a dog escaping and running up to walkers on the footpath around the quarry. Ivy on the footpath opposite the pub has become overgrown and needs cutting back, Clerk to report. 
The culvert at the junction of Wysall Lane/Main Street became blocked during recent heavy rainfall due to a missing cover, resulting in debris causing a blockage and then the road flooding, Cllr Beeby had cleared this. The Clerk will report the missing cover.  A tree came down by the bus shelter on Loughborough Road, this was quickly cut up and removed.

7. Village Working Party Tidy Up
It was agreed not to have a formal working party tidy up, but to instead encourage residents to tidy their frontages. Cllr Gower will include this in the next newsletter. It was noted there is an abandoned car close to the pub which has been there for several months. The Clerk was asked to report the vehicle to the police.

8. Planning

No new applications to discuss. A letter had been received from Rushcliffe Borough Council to notify the Parish Council that they were no longer contesting the appeal for the solar farm in Wysall as mitigating measures had been put in place to address the ecological grounds for the original refusal.
9. Finance
(a) Bank Reconciliation

The bank reconciliation to the 9th March had been circulated prior to the meeting and was accepted by the Council.

10. Annual Audit

(a) Appointment of Internal Auditor
The Council confirmed the appointment of David Dixon to carry out the internal audit for the financial year ending 31st March 2026.
(b) Assertion 10 – Changes to Annual Governance and Accountability Return

The Council confirmed there were adequate data protection policies and an IT policy in place, the website meets accessibility requirements (achieving a score of 10.0 out of 10.0 when using an accessibility checker) and the Parish Council has an email account on a Council owned domain – clerk@rempstonevillage.org.uk. Policies are reviewed and updated annually in May each year to ensure the Council remains compliant.


11. Dog Fouling

Dog fouling penalty stickers have been added to the lamp columns on Wysall Lane, despite this dog poo bags and mess are being left on all footpaths in the village and on the verges along Wysall Lane.

All allotments now have tenants, although one remains untended – the Council will reassess this again in May.
Cllr Beeby raised the matter of there being nothing for small children in the village. The Council had discussed this a couple of years ago and a potential plot of land had been identified, however nearby residents were strongly against the proposal.
