REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 16th July 2024.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr T Beeby, Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr M Hunter, Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council),  Cllr J Cottee (NCC), Cllr A Edyvean (RBC) and 6 members of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr W Pearson.
2. Declaration of Interests
It was noted all but Cllr Beeby and Cllr Nixon had an interest in planning application 24/01081/CLUPRD but this matter wasn’t an open consultation therefore wasn’t being discussed at the meeting.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th May 2024
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th May 2024 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower. 
4. Open Session

Residents expressed concerns about:

· Rubble in the culvert on Main Street, this had previously been reported to and inspected by NCC who had no concerns as the water is flowing freely.

· Long grass at the start of the footpath adjacent to the culvert, the footpath beyond the entrance on Main Street had been cut a couple of weeks ago.

· A lack of police presence where the roads were closed during two recent accidents on Ashby Road and Loughborough Road. The Police and Crime Commissioner is currently carrying out a survey and it was suggested the resident feed back concerns through this means.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on Borough Council matters including Rushcliffe’s residents’ survey, the annual free tree scheme, the Taste of Rushcliffe food festival and a campaign to educate residents on putting the correct items in the blue bin. Cllr Edyvean noted that Cllr Cottee had been elected the new Deputy Mayor for Rushcliffe. The Johnsons Aggregates planning application is still waiting to go before the Planning Committee. Cllr Edyvean had been in touch with the planning officer regarding application 24/01081/CLUPRD, the Borough Council stand by the position that permitted development rights were removed by the previous application and this is now being handled by the legal team. Cllr Santoro asked Cllr Edyvean about the definition of grey belt land.
Cllr Cottee updated the meeting on County Council matters. There is no date set as yet for cutting the vegetation/hedges along Loughborough Road from the crossroads to Kings Brook Close. Via are looking to change the timings for crossing the road at the traffic lights.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
A resident had cut the verges on Wysall Lane outside of the village. The Council discussed whether to undertake the role of cutting the verges in the village and the County Council’s lengthsman service was discussed. It was agreed that the cutting of the verges should remain the County Council’s responsibility. A resident spoke of several blocked gullies in the village and was advised to report these through either the MyNotts app or through the County Council’s website. Cllr Gower will share details of the MyNotts app in the next village newsletter. It was noted that the pavement along the A60/Loughborough Road to Costock is now impassable.
7. Notts On Demand Bus Service

From 22nd July the Notts On Demand bus service is being rolled out to cover central Rushcliffe, including Rempstone. The Parish Council thanked Cllr Cottee for pressing for Rempstone to be included. Full details about the service will be included in the next newsletter and on the Parish Council’s website. The continued unreliability of the Kinch number 9 bus service was noted, the Clerk had contacted the company after the last meeting and was told it was due to vehicles breaking down and a lack of engineers to fix them.


8. CCTV Annual Servicing and Upgrade Financing
The annual servicing had been carried out since the last meeting. The CCTV upgrade was not an eligible project for the funders the Clerk had approached and it was agreed that Cllr Gower and the Clerk would meet with representatives from the Village Hall to discuss fundraising for the upgrade, it had been suggested that a crowd 
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funding page was set up. If the Council can source 50% of the funding it will apply to the County Council’s Local Communities Scheme for the remaining 50% when it reopens in September. Cllr Cottee offered £400 funding towards the project and Cllr Edyvean offered £200 funding, the Clerk will formally write to request the funding.
9. Website Upgrade and Content Review
The new website has now been set up. The Council reviewed what content should be included for external organisations and agreed to provide links for Rempstone Village Hall, Rempstone Church, Rempstone Football Club and The White Lion.
10. Cemex Quarry Meeting – Update and PC Discussion Re Footpaths on Restoration

Cllr Gower, Cllr Pearson and the Clerk had attended a meeting at the Cemex quarry with local interest groups/other parish councils. Cllr Gower summarised the current and planned extraction at the site, the archaeological finds and the restoration which will follow. The Council agreed to ask the Quarry Manager to contact the landowner to see if a permissive path can be left around the perimeter of the site when the footpath reverts back to its original position diagonally across the site.
