1. Election of Chair
Cllr Gower was nominated to remain as Chair, all in favour. The declaration of acceptance of office as Chair was completed and countersigned by the Clerk.

Apologies received from Nottinghamshire County Cllr John Cottee. Cllr Edyvean had attended the earlier Annual Parish Meeting and did not stay for this meeting.

8. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
The Clerk summarised a report from a recent meeting between Via and a parishioner regarding accessibility issues in the village which the Parish Council helped facilitate. Councillors noted how Main Street had been significantly quieter from a traffic perspective at certain points during the day. 
9. CCTV Upgrade and Annual Servicing
Cllr Hunter was awaiting a final CCTV quote. In order to prevent delays with funding applications it was agreed to set up a working party of Cllr Hunter, Cllr Pearson and the Clerk to put together and submit a funding bid to East Midlands Airport and other appropriate organisations based on the quotes already obtained, with the final quote included after as necessary. In the meantime Cllr Hunter will arrange for the annual service to be carried out.

The Council agreed to switch website providers at a cost of £138 for the domain registration, hosting fee and security certificate and to purchase cloud storage at a cost of £20+VAT per annum. The Clerk will transfer the data over in the coming weeks.
