Cllr Pearson noted the footpaths needed mowing and that all allotments were being cultivated. Cllr Hunter reported that there had been no reported crimes in the village since the last meeting. Cllr Santoro noted it was ‘No Mow May’ where lawns were left uncut to encourage wildlife and pollinators into gardens.
Cllr Johnson reported that since she had been collecting donations for the foodbanks in November 2020 the village had donated more than 3700kg of food. Clothing and baby items had also been donated to the women’s refuge and baby bank in Nottingham. Cllr Johnson thanked all residents who had made donations. Cllr Gower thanked Cllr Johnson for her time and fuel in co-ordinating this.
