Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 17th September 2024.

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr Gardner and Cllr J Cottee (NCC).
2. Declaration of Interests

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th July 2024
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th July 2024 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session

No matters raised.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on the Greater Nottingham Strategic Plan, the Borough Council will be voting next week on whether the plan should go out for consultation. Cllr Edyvean noted he had been contacted by several villagers asking why planning application 24/01081/CLUPRD had not been open for public consultation, Cllr Edyvean reiterated this is purely a legal challenge between the Borough Council and the applicant, of which the outcome is still unknown.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
(a) MyNotts App
A reminder to residents that highways defects such as potholes and problems with streetlights etc can be reported through the MyNotts App. The County Council are working on a phase 2 of the app which will include other services, Cllr Gower will update residents through the newsletter when changes have been made.

The Clerk was asked to feed back to the County Council that the OnDemand bus service provided limited benefit. The restricted days/hours mean the service cannot be used at times when it is most needed and at other times the OnDemand bus had just not been available at required times.

Footpaths generally ok but the pavement between Rempstone and Costock and Rempstone and Hoton are now completely impassable – Clerk to contact the County Council regarding this.
7. CCTV Upgrade Progress
A total of £1700 has been pledged towards the CCTV from village residents, Cllr Cottee and Cllr Edyvean. Funding for the Local Communities Scheme opens on 7th October, the Clerk, Cllr Gower and Cllr Hunter will complete the application. Other measures proposed to help boost the fundraising, notices to be added to the noticeboards, rolling total in the newsletter and Cllr Pearson to approach regular pub users. The Clerk, Cllr Gower and the Village Hall Committee Chair will liaise over an updated village welcome back which would be delivered to those not on the current mailing list and would include details of the CCTV fundraising. An email from a resident regarding the ownership and governance of the CCTV system was discussed, no further action required.
8. Remembrance Day Arrangements
Cllr Pearson to lay the wreath on behalf of the Parish Council this year. As the wreath does not need replacing the Parish Council will make a donation of £50 to the Royal British Legion instead.
9. Allotments
Cllr Pearson had looked at the allotments from the roadside, several have not been tended to this year and others have limited visibility to be able to check. Cllr Pearson will contact the tenants where required to arrange an inspection. The Clerk had been contacted by a new resident potentially interested in plot 7 if the site could be cleared, the Council discussed the potential for strimming the site and suggested it would then be best to cover with black plastic to allow the weeds chance to die back over winter. Plot 5 is also due to become vacant.
