Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 12th November 2024.

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr E Nixon and Cllr A Edyvean (RBC).
2. Declaration of Interests
None.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 17th September 2024
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 17th September 2024 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session
A resident spoke about the CCTV signage. Two residents spoke about a local planning issue.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Cottee reported that Ben Bradley was stepping down as leader of Nottinghamshire County Council. The Clerk will forward details of a footpath related issue to Cllr Cottee.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
The Clerk and Cllr Gower had met with a Flood Risk Officer from Nottinghamshire County Council to assess if the County Council could do anything about a property which floods on Main Street. At the same meeting the officer looked at the culvert running under the footpath off Main Street, some clearing and repair works is required. 
7. CCTV Upgrade Progress
The bid for funding from the Local Communities Fund had been submitted, this should be determined early next year. To date the Council has received £1314.27 in donations from residents and a further £400 has been received from Cllr Cottee (NCC), the Council is awaiting £300 which has been pledged by Cllr Edyvean (RBC).
8. Allotments – Including Rent Review 
Cllr Pearson had checked the allotments, one plot appears untended, Cllr Pearson has been unable to speak with this tenant yet. All plots now have tenants. Cllr Beeby will speak to his contact to see if the rear hedge on the lower plots can be cut. The rent increases for 2025 were agreed – a single plot will now be £20 per annum and a double plot will be £40 per annum, this is roughly a 5% increase.
9. Adoption of Sexual and General Harassment Policy
The draft policy had been circulated prior to the meeting, the contact points for raising a grievance and timescales were added to section 19 and the policy was agreed and signed by Cllr Gower.

24/00161/FUL - Land West Of Bradmore Road And North Of Wysall Road, Wysall - Construction, operation and subsequent decommissioning of a renewable energy park comprising ground mounted Solar PV with co-located battery energy storage system (BESS) at the point of connection, together with associated infrastructure, access, landscaping and cabling – Re-consultation as neighbouring parish – PC agreed to object, key reasons: cumulative effect, size and scale given adjoining other solar site, fragmented applications to avoid national consideration, access during construction – the local roads to the site are too narrow which will impact on the safety of residents who routinely use these roads, the land is workable land with much previously being used for food production.
24/01390/LBC - Elms Farm House 33 Main Street Rempstone - Replace existing 9no. single glazed window units with hardwood, heritage slim line double glazed units – Listed building consent granted.
