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REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 14th January 2025.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr T Beeby, Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council), Cllr J Cottee (NCC), Cllr A Edyvean (RBC) and 1 member of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr M Hunter.
2. Declaration of Interests
Declarations of interest noted from Cllr Gower, Cllr Pearson, Cllr Beeby and Cllr Santoro regarding item 6a, each councillor had previously requested a grant of dispensation to allow for discussion on matters relating to Welfare Field, without this the Council would not be quorate and would be unable to discuss the matter.

3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 12th November 2024
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 12th November 2024 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session
No matters raised.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on Borough Council matters. There are plans for the reorganisation of local government which will see the Borough and County Council cease to exist and be replaced with a unitary authority, what this will look like is still unknown. The County Council elections will still go ahead next year but the Borough Council elections in 2027 will be postponed. The standardisation of waste and recycling will be coming in next year, residents will be issued with a smaller wheelie bin for glass recycling, this will be emptied every 6 weeks and a food waste caddy which will be emptied every 2 weeks. Cllr Cottee noted a reply from Jane Baines (NCC) regarding the footpath gate to be discussed under item 6a.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths
(a) Damaged Gate to footpath by Village Hall
The Clerk had contacted the Rights of Way team through Cllr Cottee about the damaged gate to request this be repaired/reinstated for the safety of walkers with children or dogs in particular. It had since become apparent that there had been two separate incidents where individuals had been injured on this footpath, one had slipped and injured their hand on the barbed wire and there was a second incident where an individual and dog had become injured when the gate came off. A representative of the landowner had emailed the Parish Council, it was agreed to write back and inform them of the incidents and ask if the gate can be reinstated, the slope smoothed out and the barbed wire removed to make the path more accessible and safer for users.

10. Finance

(c) Clerk’s Salary Review

Cllr Gower had carried out an assessment on the Clerk’s role and put together proposals for salary recommendations. It was agreed by the Council to increase the Clerk’s pay band to 18 from April 2025 with an annual band increase up to band 23.
Cllr Gower left the meeting and Cllr Pearson chaired the remainder of the meeting. Cllr Cottee and left the meeting.
7. CCTV Upgrade Progress
The Council is awaiting the outcome of the funding bid which should be determined next month.
8. Allotments – Update 
All allotments have tenants for 2025, all paperwork has been completed and all payments have been received.
9. Planning

(d) Budget/Precept

A draft budget had been circulated prior to the meeting. The Council agreed to request a precept of £9300 which represents an increase of 5.8%.
11. Correspondence
(a) Delivery of New Resident Information Packs 
The Parish Council had been asked to pick up delivery of the packs from the Village Hall Committee. It was agreed to revise the information sent out to a single sheet which listed where to find out about current things happening in the village and a list of organisations/contact points and details about the on demand bus service. The Clerk will print copies and give these to each councillor at the next meeting, when a new resident moves in the nearest councillor will post through a sheet.
12. Councillor Reports and Next Agenda Items
Councillors spoke of the recent flooding and ice in the village. Cllr Beeby noted there are tree branches in the culvert on Wysall Lane, this is deliberate to try and stop rubble going through the pipe. The Council briefly discussed whether it would be appropriate to put salt down on Wysall Lane and other areas where ice was a problem. It was agreed to discuss at the next meeting a potential grit bin after looking into the liability implications.
