Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 18th March 2025.

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr J Cottee (NCC).
2. Declaration of Interests
None.
3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th January 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th January 2025 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session
A resident expressed concerns about the road markings on Ashby Road, the solid centre lines are now barely visible and as a result are being ignored by drivers, particularly by the Rempstone Hall entrance. The Council will let Via/NCC know.
6. Highways, Traffic and Footpaths

Other highways matters raised included the noise from a loose manhole cover at the crossroads. The obstruction to the footway on Loughborough Road between Hoton and Rempstone from several fallen tree branches. It was noted that the road surface on Wysall Lane was cracking. Two residents had approached Cllr Santoro about how slippery the footpath was at the side of Welfare Field, it was noted that the owners had put a wire grab rail along the length of the slope to prevent users grabbing the barbed wire.

(a) Grit Bin for Wysall Lane

It was agreed not to purchase a grit bin but to store some of the free winter salt bags on Wysall Lane for use on the road/pavement where needed.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on Borough Council matters including the Greater Nottinghamshire Strategic Plan re-consultation, green bin renewals and the local government reorganisation. Rushcliffe Borough Council will be meeting on Thursday to finalise the initial proposal for the local government reorganisation to submit to national government. Final submissions will need to be made by November. 
7. CCTV Upgrade Progress
The Council is awaiting the outcome of the funding bid which is now saying Spring 2025.
8. Planning
25/00316/FUL - Rempstone Hall Farm House, Ashby Road, Rempstone - Single storey rear extension – PC no objections. Cllr Edyvean left the meeting.

9. Defibrillator – Registering the defibrillator with The Circuit

The Council agreed to register the defibrillator with The Circuit, compliance reporting and the reordering of consumables will remain through the Webnos system. The Council noted that the current defibrillator may need replacing in the near future and the potential costs of a replacement.
10. Village Litter Pick

The Council agreed not to hold a litter pick this year as there was little litter in the village, but acknowledged and thanked the efforts of a handful of residents who regularly litter pick in the village and on surrounding roads. The Clerk will contact the Borough Council to request the removal of 4 damaged traffic cones left on Loughborough Road.
