Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 16th September 2025.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr W Pearson (Vice Chair), Cllr T Beeby, Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr M Hunter and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council), Cllr A Edyvean (RBC) and 4 members of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Cottee (NCC).
2. Declaration of Interests
None.
3. Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 15th July 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 15th July 2025 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower.
4. Open Session

No matters raised.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean updated the meeting on the latest position with the Local Government Reorganisation. Both the Borough and County had voted for option 1B which would see Gedling and Broxtowe join the City Council to form one unitary authority and the rest of the county form a second unitary authority. The City Council are proposing a different split which would see South Rushcliffe split along the line of the A46 and A52 and everything South and West would join the City, however this would involve boundary reviews which were not permitted under the government’s guidance. 
The government has reintroduced housing allocations. Rushcliffe currently has around a 5year housing supply and is reliant on everything included in the local plan materialising. Kerbside glass recycling bins are currently being rolled out across the borough with collections starting in December. 
6. Highways and Traffic 

(a) A6006 Zouch Bridge and Kirk Hill Road Closures
Kirk Hill Bridge on the A6006 will be closing for nearly a year from 6th October while Network Rail replace the bridge. Local county councillors have been liaising with the teams at Network Rail and Via/Nottinghamshire County Council to ensure a suitable diversion is in place. As a result road closures will also be in place on Dark Lane, West Leake; Landcroft Lane and Hungary Lane, Sutton Bonington and Butt Lane, Normanton on Soar and a weight restriction will be in place in Stanford on Soar. It is understood two listed foot bridges over the railway line in Sutton Bonington will also be removed. Signage regarding the closure has been installed as far back as the A46 and along the M1. During this period work to complete the new bridge at Zouch will also take place, this is expected to start in April 2026 for 8 weeks. Cllr Gower and Cllr Pearson are attending at exhibition in Sutton Bonington on Wednesday to find out more information.


(b) Email regarding traffic speeds on Wymeswold Road and request to relocate the interactive speed sign
An email from a resident was read out. The Council agreed that speeding on Wymeswold Road is a serious concern, one which has been raised numerous times with NCC. The Parish Council agreed to write to Cllr Cottee and Via/NCC to request consideration of the following measures to minimise speed/increase safety:
1) Reposition the interactive speed sign to the top of the hill.

2) Request a larger 30mph sign on entry to the village (current one is small and dirty).
3) Request the 3,2,1 countdown signs like in Hoton (this had previously been requested but the PC was told that NCC cannot approve/install them as they are not legal).

4) Siding up of the grass alongside the pavement on Wymeswold Road.

5) Request a physical barrier to protect pedestrians walking up/down the road.

Weeds growing out of the pavement on Main Street and debris in the gullies was noted and would be reported to Via/NCC.
7. CCTV and Crime
On 1st October Cllr Gower, Cllr Hunter and the Clerk are meeting with a representative from NCC, who provided 50% of the funding for the new system, to look at how the funding was spent. The new system had been used for two incidents of people looking at properties at night, one involving a vehicle with suspected fake plates and the
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other a vehicle which wasn’t MOT’d or taxed. The system also offers reassurance to residents when something innocent takes place, such as when the milkman was shining a torch when delivering milk in the early hours.
8. Planning
25/01515/FUL - 12 Wysall Lane, Rempstone - Proposed demolition of linked garage and rear conservatory.  Construction of hipped single storey side extension includes No.6 rooflights to side. (e) Complaint regarding loose dogs entering gardens on Wysall Lane and (f) Complaints re barking dogs
A number of recent incidents regarding dogs had been both formally and informally reported to the Parish Council, including two incidents with an intimidating loose dog on the footpath around the quarry, a loose dog on Wysall Lane entering gardens and properties and chasing a resident’s cat, dogs left barking outside for long periods and dog fouling throughout the village, several fouling incidents have been recorded on the CCTV and where appropriate will be passed on to the Borough Council, new dog fouling stickers will be requested. Noise complaints should be raised directly with the Environmental Health department at Rushcliffe Borough Council. The incidents regarding the loose dogs and fouling will be reported to the Dog Warden.
A thank you video from the Loughborough Foodbank had been shared on the Parish Council’s website and Cllr Gower will include details in the newsletter. Rempstone is still the biggest private donor outside of the supermarkets. Residents can drop items at the collection point on Wysall Lane or send cash donations through the Village Hall.

Since the agenda was published the Parish Council had received two emails about the flags in the village, the Parish Council reported these to Nottinghamshire County Council who are responsible for the lighting columns. The County Council has said they have no intention of removing the flags unless there is a health and safety risk. The Parish Council is forbidden from putting anything against the columns, like a ladder, to remove the flags, due to the structural integrity of the columns and other health and safety concerns.
