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REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 18th November 2025.
Present: Cllr R Gower (Chair), Cllr T Beeby, Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr M Hunter, Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Santoro
Also in attendance:  Rebecca Hague (Clerk to the Parish Council) and 5 members of the public.
1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr W Pearson and Cllr A Edyvean (RBC). Cllr J Cottee (NCC) not present.
2. Declaration of Interests
None.
3. Approval of Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th September 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 16th September 2025 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Gower. Matters arising: Despite the Parish Council writing to Nottinghamshire County Council with a number of requests regarding the speed of traffic on Wymeswold Road, the County Council only agreed to clean the current signage.
4. Open Session

Two residents spoke of their concerns surrounding the flags in the village and of the speed of vehicles going up Wymeswold Road out of the village.
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Neither Cllr Cottee or Cllr Edyvean were present. Cllr Edyvean had spoken to the Clerk about a housing stock comment which had been raised by a resident at James Naish’s surgery in the village.
6. Highways and Traffic 

(a) A6006 Zouch Bridge and Kirk Hill Road Closures
Cllr Gower is attending update meetings every 4 weeks. Kirk Hill Bridge on the A6006 will be demolished on Christmas Day. A number of 7.5 tonne weight restrictions have been put in place on surrounding roads including through Stanford on Soar, Normanton on Soar and parts of Kegworth. The Police and DVLA will be doing spot checks in Kegworth.


(b) Update on meeting held 6th November with NCC and CEMEX about footpath 1, which runs from All Saints church to St Peters in the Rushes, and beyond to East Leake
Cllr Gower had attended a meeting with NCC, Cemex and the Chair of the Quarry Liaison Group regarding the rerouting of the footpath back to the original line on the higher non-muddy route on the East Leake side of St Peter in the Rushes churchyard.
7. CCTV and Crime
The Clerk and Cllr Gower had attended the Town and Parish Forum in October, one of the items on the agenda was Parish Council CCTV. With the previous system the neighbouring properties had been blanked out, the Parish Council would prefer not to blank out the footage and will contact the neighbouring properties to obtain written consent to keep their boundaries within the footage. Any properties which do not wish to be covered by the CCTV will be blanked out.

(c) Review of Allotment Rent for 2026

It was agreed to keep the allotment rent at £20 for a single plot and £40 for a double plot for 2026, with an increase to £22 for a single plot and £44 for a double plot from 2027.
(d) Review of Churchyard Maintenance Grant Amount

It was agreed to increase the churchyard maintenance grant from £300 to £400 from the next financial year.

(e) Consider the Provisional of a Work from Home Allowance for the Clerk

It was agreed to include a work from home allowance within the budget from 2026/27.

(f) Draft Budget/Precept for 2026/27
The Clerk had circulated a draft budget. There were a few tweaks to make which will be reviewed at the next meeting, however it was provisionally agreed that it was unnecessary to increase the precept this year, as the Parish Council had built back up the general reserves level and all funding for the CCTV upgrade earlier this year had been found from alternative sources. To be finalised at the next meeting.
10. Dogs

(a) Dog Fouling

Dog waste bags are still being left along Wysall Lane, additionally a resident noted a dog entering their garden on Wysall Lane and defecating (the owner did not clear up the mess). Dog mess had also been observed on the grass outside the pub. Residents are urged to report any mess to Rushcliffe Borough Council to give a clearer picture of the problem, in hopes that it will be further addressed by the dog warden. 
(b) Barking and Loose Dogs

There had been no further complaints about noise from dogs. The Clerk had been made aware of an incident on the footpath off Wysall Lane where a man and dog had been bitten by another dog. Dog walkers are urged to remain vigilant and report any incidents to the Police and dog warden.
