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REMPSTONE PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of the Meeting of Rempstone Parish Council held in Rempstone Village Hall at 7.30pm on Tuesday 20th January 2026
Present: Cllr W Pearson (Chair), Cllr T Beeby, Cllr Y Gardner, Cllr M Hunter, Cllr E Nixon and Cllr J Santoro

1. Apologies for Absence
Apologies received from Cllr R Gower. Cllr J Cottee (NCC) not present.
2. Declaration of Interests
None.
3. Approval of Minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 18th November 2025
The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 18th November 2025 were accepted by the Council as a true and accurate representation of the meeting and signed by Cllr Pearson. 
4. Open Session

A resident expressed concerns about HGVs using the weight restricted roads e.g. Leake Lane. Anyone witnessing a HGV using a non-authorised road can report it through the Lorry Watch scheme on Nottinghamshire County Council’s website. 
5. Borough and County Council Matters

Cllr Edyvean gave an update on the Local Government Reorganisation. A public consultation is expected around March. Some of the rural area councillors have written to the Secretary of State to express concerns about the City Council’s proposal to take in rural parts of Rushcliffe. Cllr Edyvean also noted that he is no longer a Conservative Councillor, stating the falling standards at the borough council under the current leader as the reason for leaving the party. Cllr Edyvean will continue to represent his ward as an independent councillor.
11. Dog Fouling

Dog waste is still a problem, particularly at the Main Street end of Wysall Lane. Residents are also reporting loose dogs on the lane entering and fouling in domestic gardens. Cllr Edyvean suggested that the Clerk contacts the dog warden to see if temporary enforcement camera could be installed. It was agreed that the Clerk would also ask for further signs to be added to the lamp columns on Wysall Lane, like the ones on Main Street and also whether a dog waste bin could be installed somewhere near the Wysall Lane/Main Street junction.

Cllr Edyvean left the meeting.

6. Highways and Traffic 

(a) A6006 Zouch Bridge and Kirk Hill Road Closures - Update

The Kirk Hill bridge on the A6006 has now been demolished and work starts next month to rebuild the bridge with a target completion date of July 2026. The main concerns are traffic on diversion routes and damage to other routes from the increased traffic and vehicle weight. Residents are asked to report road defects on Nottinghamshire County Council’s website or through the MyNotts app. Zouch bridge will be closing for 18 weeks from 2nd March, therefore traffic will no longer be able to use Leake Lane/Normanton Lane to avoid the Kirk Hill bridge closure.

Cllr Pearson noted that the rattling manhole cover at the crossroads had still not been fixed despite the one further down the road being repaired. The Clerk will contact Nottinghamshire County Council for an update.

Cllr Beeby noted that a kerbstone was down on Wysall Lane and it was tarmacked around during recent resurfacing work, rather than being repaired. The Clerk will report this to Nottinghamshire County Council.
Councillors raised concerns about the pavement condition on Wysall Lane where it had been dug up for building work and an encroaching hedge on Main Street.
7. CCTV 
(a) Plan to identify and approach houses covered by CCTV to obtain consent for having property/boundary within the footage

Cllr Pearson and the Clerk will visit the affected houses in person with images from the CCTV to show affected residents what is visible, this will be carried out by mid-February. Residents who are happy for their boundaries to remain in the footage will be asked to sign a consent form. Those who would prefer their properties blanked out will have this carried out by the end of March. It is thought around 8-10 properties are affected. 
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8. Village Litter Pick
It was agreed that a litter pick was not necessary, however the Council plans to set up a working party with wheelbarrows, brushes and shovels to tidy the pavements. A date for this will be set at the next meeting.
9. Planning

No new applications to discuss.
10. Finance
(a) Bank Reconciliation

(c) To Agree a Work from Home Allowance for the Clerk

(d) Draft Budget/Precept for 2026/27
The Council agreed to request a precept of £8800 which represents a 5.6% reduction on a band D property, or in monetary terms from £43.52 to £41.10. 
12. Correspondence
(a) James Naish MP – Roaming Surgery Update – the Council noted that every household had been sent a letter summarising what had been raised at the roaming surgery in September.

(b) Town and Parish Forum – Thursday 26th March – the Clerk, Cllr Gardner and Cllr Pearson will attend. One of the items on the agenda is responsible dog ownership.

The next Rushcliffe South Villages – Community Safety Group meeting is being held on 29th April, Cllr Gardner, Cllr Pearson and the Clerk to attend.
13. Councillor Reports and Next Agenda Items
Cllr Santoro reported that the culvert at the bottom of Wysall Lane and along Main Street is now flowing properly since work was carried out late last year. 

All allotment tenants have now paid for 2026, there is currently one vacant plot. Concerns about the condition of one plot were raised, this will be monitored and revisited in March. It was suggested tenants pay a deposit at the start of their tenancy to ensure plots are handed back in a satisfactory condition.
