Dear Andrew,
I’m writing formally on behalf of Dolgarrog Community Council to invoke Section 130(6)(a) of the Highways Act 1980 in respect of Dolgarrog Footpath 04 (“the Zigzags”), which remains obstructed by fallen trees and closed to public use.

As you will be aware, receipt of this notice engages the Council’s statutory duty, in
addition to its wider duties under Section 130 of the Act, to take proper proceedings to secure removal of the obstruction and restoration of the highway to public use.
The obstruction has persisted since December 2024. Following a site meeting with
Council officers in March 2025, attended by me as Chair of the Community Council, no substantive action has yet been taken and the path remains unusable more than fourteen months later.

The Zigzags are an important and well-used public footpath linking the village to the open countryside above. Continued obstruction of the route is causing increasing concern locally, particularly given the length of time that has now elapsed without resolution.

The Community Council therefore requests written confirmation within 14 days of:
- the steps the Council now proposes to take to remove the obstruction; and
- the timetable for reopening the path to the public.

We trust the Council will now take the necessary steps to discharge its statutory
obligations without further delay.

5.  Response to letter to CCBC from Andrew Wilkinson.

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Dear Jackie, 
Thank you for your letter dated 21st May, notifying us that Dolgarrog Community Council is invoking Section 130a of the Highways Act 1980 in respect of Dolgarrog Footpath 04 (“the Zigzags”). 
This section of path has already been subject to a s130 notice resulting in a court order to the Local Authority to take steps for securing the removal of fallen trees.  The Authority has appealed this order to Crown Court. 
It is the landowner’s responsibility to remove footpath obstructions and the Council has worked proactively with Natural Resources Wales (NRW) over the last year to find a solution.  NRW, having consulted with safety specialists and forestry experts, have eventually concluded that work to remove the fallen trees and other hazards could not be carried out safely, due to the inability to access the steep slope with mechanised equipment. 
I have visited the site myself with the Council’s tree contractor.  His professional opinion was that the fallen trees could not be removed safely. Therefore the Council does not have the option to carry out works in default of the landowner declining to do so.  I would not instruct any Council staff or contractor to remove the obstructions from the site in its current condition. 
The Council and NRW have been in discussion with RWE regarding formalising public access up the pipeline steps.  This could be considered a suitable safe alternative route to the obstructed section of Dolgarrog FP4.  We do not yet have a timetable as to when this will be confirmed, but will keep you informed as to progress and of the outcome of the appeal case.
