MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY, 9th MAY 2001

Minutes of the Meeting held on 11 th April 2001: Mrs M Balfour proposed and Mrs B Skinner seconded adoption of the Minutes, which were duly signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING:

1. ROSEMARKIE POST BOX -The preferred location is at the junction of Crawford Avenue, Gollanhead Avenue, and Gowanbrae Terrace. Secretary to infom Royal Mail.
2. ROSEMARKIE PLAYGROUND -Mrs B Skinner reported that she had cleaned off most of the offending graffiti, being helped by several children including at least one culprit. Paint and brushes are with the Secretary, who has contacted the appropriate official to have the repainting done by persons under a Conununity Service Order.
3. METAL BENCHES -These would cost £244.40 each and members did not think that such expenditure can be justified in view of other commitments.
4. BLACK ISLE PARTNERSHIP -The grant has been approved. At the Chainnan's request the Secretary read out the Partnership's objectives and the fmancial breakdown. The allocation of some £51000 (61% of the total) over three years for a co-ordinator as against £22000 for the projects did not impress members.
CORRESPONDENCE:
1. Highland Council and Area Committee Agenda with weekly Planning Lists tabled for information.
2. NEED TO PLAY ASSOCIATION -The Association has asked for help to assist needy families in the Black Isle. Chairman stated that the Community Council has helped in the past. The money raised by the Sponsored Walk is earmarked for charity. A donation of £200 was agreed (£100 from the charity money and £l00 from Community Council funds. P Mc Loughlin proposed and M MacAndrew seconded.
3. COUNCIL OF VOLUNTARY SERVICES -Ross & Cromarty branch of the SCVO will hold its AGM on Tuesday 29 May. A representative is needed as Chairman and Secretary are attending the BICCA meeting.
4. PUBLIC TRANSPORT -Time Tables for proposed new bus services from the Black Isle to Inveress and Dingwall received for comment. Representative groups within the community will be canvassed for their opinions.

1. ROADS & TRAFFIC -There had been a suggestion that High Street parking might be permitted for a limited time (say 15 minutes) to help shoppers. It was felt that the Police and/or traffic wardens should enforce the current yellow line restrictions. There will be a meeting with Roads & Transport on 16th May at which a number of matters will be discussed including reinstating the painted parking bay lines in the Cathedral Square and Station Road car parks.Other items were:

· Pavement subsidence outside 11 Canonbury, where ponding occurs after rain.

· Pot Holes on Ness Road near its junction with A832.

· Litter on the path to the harbour from the High Street.
2. ROSEMARKIE TENNIS COURT -A replacement gate is needed; and the resurfacing project needs more funding. Nets and posts are available for the one useable court.
3. NOTICE BOARD -The community notice board in the Station Square car park is not in a prominent position. Pending possible re-siting the fact of its availability should be publicised and groups encouraged to make use of it.
4. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING -The AGM has to be held in June and the Constitution only requires seven days notice. However it was agreed that the AGM should be advertised in the Ross-Shire Journal three weeks beforehand.
5. COMMUNITY COUNCIL ELECTION -The Council Election is due in October and arrangements, including the appointment of a Returning Officer, must be made after the summer break. A Postal Ballot was suggested but no decision taken.

6. ANNUAL ACCOUNTS -Letter of appreciation to be sent to Mr Wickens for carrying out the audit at no charge.
PLANNING:
1. Application No OO/00183/FULRC House and Garage at No1 The Wards. Planning decision will be taken at a site meeting. Community Council to press for developer to help fund upgrading of access road.

2. Application No OO/00315/0UTRC Four houses and garages at Platcock. No objection provided access to Church Street conforms to appropriate standards.
