FORTROSE AND ROSEMARKIE COMMUNITY COUNCIL
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY, 11th JULY 2001

Minutes of the Meeting held on 13th June 2001: A Mclnnes proposed and G Jack seconded adoption of the Minutes, which were duly signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING:

1. ROSEMARKIE POST BOX -Ongoing
2. PROTECTIVE SERVICES -Matters raised at a meeting with Protective Services on 28 June were listed by the Secretary as under:

· .Replacement gate and fresh sand at Beach Play Area

· Dog Fouling signs at Rosemarkie Beach to be re-erected as needed

· Disused Toilet block on path to Fortrose harbour to be demolished. Property and Architectural Services will have to be consulted.

· Return of bench at viewpoint. (Note: now in position)

· Weed killing and cleaning of side roads and streets. Particularly the steps on the path from Station Crescent to Feddon Hill (Killen Road).

· Repainting the Danger Sign on the foreshore at Chanonry Point.
3. BUS STOPS -Relocation to Post Office in hand. Request stop agreed
4. COMMUNITY COUNCIL ELECTION -Secretary outlined the need for working groups to despatch Postal Ballot papers and check the Electoral roll. Mr W Mackay to be asked to act as Returning Officer. Provisional date is Thursday 4tb October 2001.
5. PLAYING FIELD -The Football Club is waiting for a Highland Council decision (due in September) regarding a long term lease. The adjoining shed is dilapidated and ought to be rebuilt. St Boniface Fair stalls are stored in the shed but its ownership is not known. (Note: The shed is to be rebuilt to accommodate both the stalls, the flower baskets and other Community Council items. Funded from the discretionary grant and the Community Council).
6. COMMON GOOD LAND -Negotiations on an access agreement are in progress. Secretary reminded members that in January the Area Manager had been requested to negotiate a lease agreement including access.
CORRESPONDENCE:
1. Highland Council and Area Committee Agenda with weekly Planning Lists tabled for information.
2. ANNUAL QUALITY AWARD- Nomination due in August. Members agreed that a local person be nominated.
3. LAND REFORM -Copy of Highland Council Draft leaflet setting out its view on the proposals in the Land Reform Bill for Community right to purchase. The main thrust is that the Bill ought to give would-be buyers a privileged position in any negotiations and should be amended. The Access section of the Bill is not mentioned.
4. HEALTH AND SAFETY- MOBILE PHONES -Orange will hold a Road Show on 13 July to demonstrate best practice in the planning process for erecting mobile phone masts and to explain the effect of transmissions on people.
5. NEWSLETTERS -Received from RSPB and BCTV Scotland. No action needed.

1. BURGESS TICKET -A Burgess Ticket given to Mr J Pitcaim in 1768 has been offered to the Council. It is equivalent to Freedom of the Borough and the Chairman suggested it could be bought and exhibited at the Groam Museum, which already has one but of a more recent date. The price is £65 and the purchase was proposed by G Jack, seconded by A Mclnnes and carried.
2. RADDERY SCHOOL -The Press report of the closure ofRaddery School was discussed, with members noting that there would be an impact on the local economy with the loss of so many jobs. It was felt that the relevant Highland Council departments could have been more helpful in retaining this educational and social resource.
3. DRAINAGE -Recent high tides have caused a back-up of sewage, which the system seems unable to handle. The repair to the Mill Road drain in Rosemarkie is not adequate.
4. AMENITIES ASSOCIATION -A Rosemarkie Amenities Association was formed at the meeting called to discuss the tennis court on 10 July. The Association intends to continue to raise funds and apply for grants. A beach clean-up is planned for 21 July and two steel bins will be bought.
5. BENCHES -A broken bench reported in the Play Area at Gollanhead Avenue.
6. BICCA -The minutes of the last meeting of the Black Isle Community Council's Association record that the Black Isle Partnership will be permitted to attend BICCA meetings regularly. Members felt that this is contrary to the constitution and are prepared to recommend that Fortrose and Rosemarkie Community Council withdraws from BICCA.
PLANNING:
1. Application No 01/00524/COURC Change of use of Garage to Holiday Accommodation at 25 Marine Terrace. Community Council could not approve this proposal.

2. Application No 01/00S02/0UTRC Erection of Three House Sites(outline) at Lower Wards. At the recent site hearing to discuss No 1 The Wards only two additional sites were recommended at Lower Wards because of the inadequacy of the road. Approval should be dependent on satisfactory upgrading of the approach road.

3. Application No 01/00530/FULRC Erection of House and Garage and Demolition of Existing Stables, Garage and former Bakehouse at 1 Station Road. Council recommend approval provided the historic stone is integrated into the new building and part of the land can be used to provide a pavement for pedestrian safety in Station Road.
