MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY, 13th FEBRUARY 2002

POINTS FROM THE PUBLIC:

1. STREET LIGHTING ROSEMARKIE: Lights outside No’s 1, 6, 11 and 32 High Street and in Hawkhill Road are not yet satisfactory.
Action: Service Point.
2. DOG FOULING GOLLANHEAD AVENUE: No Fouling notices needed and warden’s patrol suggested.
Action: Community Services.
3. NESS ROAD EAST: Mr Bremner’s fence at Linkside has been damaged by a vehicle several times. Golf Club members should have a nominated entrance to and exit from the car park. Appropriate signs might help at this corner.

MINUTES of Meeting held on 9th January 2002: proposed by G Jack, seconded Mrs B Skinner and duly signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING:

1. PLAYGROUNDS: It was reported that other playgrounds in the Black Isle had been stripped of equipment for safety reasons. The consultant’s report is available and the Secretary will obtain details for the next meeting.

2. PAVILION: An architect’s estimate of costs (£450) for preparation of drawings etc for the Building Warrant was tabled on behalf of P McLoughlin The Application for the warrant for will cost another £350. Members felt that the club could not expect a total of £800 from the Council’s limited funds. Cllr Downie undertook to clarify this point with the club and also to hand over details of possible B & Q grants which the Secretary had received.
3. GOLDEN JUBILEE: No report owing to absence of Ms E Dalseme. Members asked if some external funding might be available, as was provided for Millennium projects, and suggested calling a public meeting to gauge public interest.

4. WEBSITE: G Phillips reported that the website has been established, the cost being met by advertisements. It includes details of the Community Council, where to stay, how to get to the area etc. Suggestions for other items are welcome. G Phillips was thanked for his initiative.

5. DERELICT CARAVANS: The present owner of the land has been traced and will meet the cost of removal. Estimates from local contractors will be obtained.
6. SCHOOL TRANSPORT: This matter has been resolved.

2. WASTE MANAGEMENT: SEPA letter reports that the recent consultations found that Option 5 (local composting and recycling) was favoured by over 80% of the respondents. This was the recommendation of our own sub-committee.
3. XMAS TREES: Letter from Area Lighting Engineer confirming that in future his staff will check the safety of the lights, before they are switched on.
4. CIVIC AWARDS 2002: Nominations requested but no re-submisions from last year allowed.
5. NHS HIGHLAND: enclosing a survey questionnaire on Homelessness.
6. POSTWATCH SCOTLAND: enclosing an information pack and leaflets on this new consumer watchdog for the postal services.

1. POLICE MATTERS: The Community Council is seriously concerned that a Police representative does not regularly attend Council meetings for which there is a standing invitation.
2. WATER SUPPLY ROSEMARKIE: NOSWA is studying improvements to the Assynt treatment plant, which will provide better water quality to many homes in Rosemarkie. Work on the treatment works at Rosemarkie will probably not begin this this year although investment funding may be available later.
3. PICNIC BENCHES & TABLES: Community Services Dept has agreed to check the list that J Crawford prepared and determine the ownership as between the Community Council and the Area.

4. FOOTPATH: Community Services Dept has been asked to provide gravel for the path from Bishops Road past the old cemetery to Feddon Hill, with the laying being done by those under community service order.

5. HANGING BASKETS: Last year’s display was not good and other suppliers should be asked for quotations. After discussion it was agreed that extra baskets could not be located in Rosemarkie High Street.

6. GULLY EMPTYING: Flooding in Cathedral Square, Academy Street and in Rosemarkie has been reported as a matter of urgency to Roads Dept.

5. CONSULTATION: Getting Involved in Planning. A Sub-committee should prepare the response to a list of questions aimed at finding means to involve more members of the public in planning policy decisions. Mrs Balfour, J Cornwell, J Crawford and R Nelson volunteered.
