FORTROSE AND ROSEMARKIE COMMUNITY COUNCIL
MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON WEDNESDAY, 13th MARCH 2002

The Chairman opened the meeting by welcoming all members and Mrs Maher, from the Black Isle Partnership. To enable P.C. MacDonald to return to his work the Police item was being moved up the Agenda and Points from the Public to A.O.C.B.
POLICE MATTERS: P.C.MacDonald, Muir of Ord, answered questions covering graffiti in toilets at Rosemarkie, litter in field border road down to Ness, request for speed bumps to be installed in Rosemarkie, and damage to vehicle and burglary in Academy Street at Xmas. It was noted that the last two items should be progressed by writing to Sgt. Nicholson. The meeting was informed that there was a pro-active team based on Dingwall to deal with traffic and drug related matters. Any incidents of underage drinking to be reported to police. P C MacDonald then left meeting
BLACK ISLE PARTNERSHIP: There followed a presentation by Mrs Maher, who had been appointed development manager for 2.5 years. A strategy paper was tabled. It was hoped that the Partnership could work with Community Councils particularly on Community and Local Plans. Council members raised the question of funding the swimming pool and provision of a day care centre. The Chairman requested that Community Council be kept informed of all information available from B.I.P. and Mr J Crawford volunteered to act as liaison between two associations. Mrs Maher confirmed that an open meeting was being arranged for 8th May, further details to follow.

MATTERS ARISING:

1. DOG FOULING: reported again that the dog fouling bins were full and not being emptied, and Protective Services to be asked who was responsible for this. The possibility of a large wheelie bin being provided by the burn in Rosemarkie to be put forward to department concerned.
2. NESS ROAD EAST: a letter had been received from Mr Mulhearn, Roads Department outlining proposed road markings and posts to be erected to correct this problem. Matter to be discussed at Roads Meeting to take place on Fri.22 March at 10.a.m.
3. PLAYGROUNDS: Consultants report withheld, being returned to the consultant, available in two weeks time.
4. PAVILION: Cllr Downie had given cheques to the treasurer of the football Club and details of grants to Mr McLoughlin.
5. GOLDEN JUBILEE: Committee to meet to arrange details of public meeting and venue.
6. WEB SITE: nothing to report.
7. DERELICT CARAVANS: Mr Phillips had obtained quote from Finnie’s for £300 for the removal of each caravan . As this was thought to be excessive, Mr Phillips and Mr Cornwell to liaise to make alternative arrangements.
8. WATER SUPPLY, ROSEMARKIE: Letter from NOSWA informing Council that the preferred solution was to supply area from Assynt, with the time scale to be finalised. Some Rosemarkie water mains may have to be renewed and the Academy Street Combined Storm Overflow (CSO) will be monitored regularly.
9. PICNIC BENCHES AND TABLES: ownership not yet determined.
10. FOOTPATH: when gravel is laid on path Bishops Road/Feddon Hill, the fence may also be repaired.
11. HANGING BASKETS: Quote received from Munros, Bogallan of £22.50 per basket plus £22 for feed. Proposed G Jack, seconded R Jones, that quote be accepted, provided that price quoted included VAT. Written quotation requested and account to be settled before the end of the financial year, before baskets prepared.
12. GULLY EMPTYING: situation being assessed.

2. WINTER MAINTENANCE: Letter from Roads Department regarding winter maintenance of roads, footpaths etc. Meeting to be held on 22nd March, Mrs Balfour and Mr Cornwell to attend.

A. 0. C. B.:

1. ROSEMARKIE: There is a constant flow of water across Manse Brae draining from the bank above the retaining wall due to the heavy rainfall. Mrs Forester has asked whether the house being built in Courthill Road had been completed as there are people living in it. Possibly contrary to the Planning conditions.
2. FEDDON HILL: were concerned that the roads have not been finished and are now full of potholes. The 18 foot retaining wall beside the Avoch/Fortrose Path, part of this building phase of seven houses, has caused outrage. Cllr Downie confirmed that only one road had been adopted. Planning permission for this phase of the development had been deferred again, but he told the meeting that the wall would be 3 to 4 metres from the path. Cllr Downie, as Chair of the Area Planning Committee had requested indication from O’Briens of commencement and completion dates of next phase.
3. SCHOOL TRANSPORT: Meeting at Avoch Primary School on Tuesday 26th March on Safe Transport to School. Any comments to E Dalseme who will attend the meeting. Noted that double deckers were to be phased out on school runs.
4. CO-OP DELIVERY LORRIES: noted that these were not using the drive-through delivery route, partly due to the positioning of litter bins, but mainly because of their turning circle as was pointed out at the Planning Hearing.
5. PAVEMENT BETWEEN GREENSIDE AVENUE AND THE GLEBE: letter from Mrs MacLeod complaining about the condition of this pavement - matter to be discussed at the forthcoming Roads Department Meeting.
6. SHORT LIGHTS: along footpath by playing field. Damage to be reported to Service Point.

Cllr Downie left the meeting.
