MATTERS ARISING
 
Dog fouling,. Pavilion, Derelict Caravans -   On going

Golden Jubilee - Agreed that the 3 golden rowans in Rosemarkie be planted on the south side of the path on the brae.  The school to be approached to cast commemorative plaques to be mounted on stone plinths.    Cllr Downie was asked to help with the latter.

CORRESPONDENCE:
1.         A letter had been received from Mrs M Galloway on behalf of the residents at Chanonry Point.  The matters raised were:
Ÿ         Dog fouling
Ÿ         Litter Bins  require emptying at least twice a week
Ÿ         Mobile food van had applied for a repeat licence but unauthorised vans are appearing
Ÿ         Car parking - increased numbers of coaches and cars causing serious problems for residents and the Golf Club.
Ÿ         Overnight parking (also including at the View Point and the end of the caravan site)  A ruling to be sought on enforcing the prohibiting notice.
Ÿ         It was felt that the HIE and Tourist Board should obtain views of Community Council on any development at Chanonry Point.
Ÿ         Trail-bikes and jet skis, the former on the east side of the Point - legal ruling sought.
 
2.         Notification of Scottish Civic Forum conference in Perth on 12 September - no attendance from Community Council - report awaited.
 
3.         Transport Project Questionnaire had been completed and forwarded by J Crawford.
 
4.         Victim Support  accepted the invitation to the October Meeting.
 
5.         Community Councils Conference - to be held on 5 October at Dingwall.  Chairman and Secretary to attend.  The Common Good Fund was a suggested item for agenda
 
6.         Scottish Parliamentary Civic Participation  Conference 8th October at Highland Council.   Information pack requested.
 
7.         Letter from RACE regarding extra £570 for Highland Festival. - secretary to deal.
 
FINANCE:  The exact figure raised at Boniface Fair was not to hand at present.  Noted that meetings for finalise arrangements for the Fair to be held next year.  Thanks expressed to volunteers who supplied and served the refreshments.

1.  Mrs B Skiiner reported on vandalism in  Rosemarkie Cemetery which she reported to the police, who had taken action.
 
2.  Postal Services, Rosemarkie -  Secretary has written to Post Office requesting a third post box in Greenside Avenue, who had replied that the matter was being considered.
3.  Theft of hanging basket from the Plough Inn, Rosemarkie - reported to police. 

4,  Offer from O’Brien’s of  £4,800 to the Community Council for environmental projects. reported by J Crawford.   The  improvement of footpaths at Feddon Hill was a suggested project.

5.  Bus stance at Rosemarkie - Secretary to write regarding positioning.

6.  Pedestrian Crossings - Cllr  Downie requested that Council considered  possible sites for crossings in Fortrose and Rosemarkie.

7.  Rosemarkie Burn Bridge - the bridge over the burn adjacent to the Plough Inn was broken and secretary to write to department concerned.

8.  Craig Woods  Cllr Downie outlined a proposed Avoch Community Council project to purchase this woodland  owned by Rosehaugh Estate.  Suggested that F&R and Avoch Community Councils consider a joint approach to the Estate to find out what is envisaged.     A tree management survey had been carried out by Estate
 
PLANNING:
From 10th August - noted that the satellite dish application from Bank of Scotland would be for a dish, mounted on the back wall of the building and would be for HBOS own services..
 
1.  Application No  02/00677/FULRC   Loft Conversion/Dormer, Conservatory and Double Garage at 16 MacKenzie Terrace.   Acceptable although plan should be seen . 
 
2.  Application No  02/00690/FULRC   Change of use of former Co-op Building to Form restaurant and Hot Food Take Away at 28 High Street Fortrose.   Plans were incomplete but

it is to be an Oriental restaurant seating 50 persons.   Reservations over parking and possible cooking odours. 
 
Local Plan Consultation   A meeting had been called by the Planning Department for  Thursday 5th September at Dingwall to consider problems arising from the preparation of the Local Plan.   G Phillips and Secretary attended.  The planning staff indicated that the Community Council should be involved in design brief discussions with developers. Confirmation and acceptance of this proposal to be obtained from Director of Planning. . 

A questionnaire on the Consultation Process has been received.  Members who attended either session to provide their comments for Secretary to submit a consensus answer by the end of September.
