The Chairman welcomed those present and introduced Mr Hamish Wood of Victim Support who gave  a 25 minute presentation followed by questions on the services his organisation can provide.  Victim Support started in1974 and is staffed by  volunteers who are given some 25 hours of training.  He said  that victims of crime, burglary, assault, theft etc tend to have an emotional reaction of  “Why me?”.  This requires guidance and support and no crime is too small for the organisation.   An important part of the service is witness support at Court hearings.  Victim Support is involved in the Community Safety Strategy  of the Well Being Alliance which is at the core of Community Planning.  He distributed a leaflet giving details of the many ways in which Victim Support provides information, guidance and representation.       

The Chairman thanked Mr Wood for his interesting and informative presentation.

Gollanhead Avenue - Speed bumps not needed as maximum recorded speed was only 26 mph. Childrens’ safety at the entrance to the playground justifies some traffic calming but a pedestrian crossing might not be appropriate.
Disused Toilet Building -  M MacAndrew was thanked for his work in clearing the site of litter and trimming bushes.  Community Services have been asked again to demolish the building.  ON GOING

Picnic Tables/Benches -  The Secretary’s suggestion that the Community Council be responsible for four sets of tables/benches with Community Services having responsibility for repair and/or replacement of the remainder.as listed by J Crawford.
Memorial Seat, Marine Terrace - Mr Smith had been contacted and the damage will be repaired at cost to the Community Council.  
Golden Jubilee -  Ms E Dalseme had ordered 6 Golden Rowan to be delivered , 3 to Mr G Jack and

3 to the Academy, towards the end of November together with ties and stakes at a cost of  £15 each plus VAT.
Plough Inn -  The missing hanging basket had been returned but will not be put there in 2003.  NFA

Chanonry Point -  Secretary would be attending a meeting at HIE  on  10 October and would try to raise the question of developing the Point as a tourist attraction.   
 
St Boniface Fair -  Treasurer informed  members that  £263.85  had been raised  at the Fair.  NFA

Bus Stance, Rosemarkie -  After discussion members agreed that the site should be west of the butcher’s shop but clear of the vehicle entrance beside the shop.                             ON GOING

Pedestrian Crossings -  The recommended site in Fortrose is outside The Tavern.  Since there is traffic calming in Rosemarkie High Street, it was felt that a pedestrian crossing was not essential. 

The barrier at Millers Arch should be extended towards Hawkhill Road to improve road safety.
Rosemarkie Burn Bridge -  G Jack and Secretary to check on work required and process action.
Craigie Woods -   Cllr Downie had informed the Chairman that as the tin sheds were not included in

the woodland sale Avoch Community Council is no longer interested in the proposal.            NFA
