POINTS FROM THE PUBLIC: 
1. Vandalism in Rosemarkie churchyard cemetery has been reported to police. Further length of handrail by steps to church had been damaged. The Church Board had been informed and is looking into the matter.

2. Beach clean-up. To take place on 29th March and 5th April at 10 a.m. on both Fortrose and Rosemarkie beaches. Notices to be circulated asking for volunteers. Chairman to speak to school rector and Secretary to obtain protective items.

3. Noted that the Rosemarkie pavilion was littered with broken bottles; and the seat on the shore footpath had been removed and put on the beach.

4.Complaints had been received from the public about the pedestrian crossing in Fortrose as it was felt that a bus shelter would have been a better provision.

At this point in the meeting it was agreed that any Points from the Public raised by Councillors would be dealt with under A.O.C.B., but if these were raised by residents attending in person they would remain as Item 3 on the Agenda.
