Minutes of the Meeting held on 9 April 2003

POINTS FROM THE PUBLIC:
The Chairman introduced Sheila Maher of the Black Isle Partnership who gave the Council a presentation updating information and projects available including website information and booklets which had been despatched to every household in Fortrose and Rosemarkie. Funding from the Scottish Executive will end next year. She outlined heritage and environmental work being undertaken in association with Avoch and Muir of Ord Community Councils. Waste limitation plans included worm production at Highland Grain, Tore and recycling paper sludge for gardeners. The Chairman thanked Ms Maher for her presentation and she attended the rest of the meeting.
POLICE MATTERS:
As a local constable was present, police matters were moved up the agenda.

Ms Dalseme mentioned the vandalism at Royal Hotel and Cathedral Square. The Constable told the meeting that the police were aware of the situation and that the culprits were small group of the same individuals each weekend. He would like members of the public to come forward with information leading to prosecution. The Secretary reported that benches at Fortrose Harbour had been vandalised.

The question was raised regarding parking in Fortrose High Street, and it was noted that local businesses and the general public were to be informed of the parking procedures in the foreseeable future. After this warning had been given random visits by a traffic warden would be taking place for spot checks.

Police are also to deal with sandwich board displays on the pavement outside business premises in the High Streert.

The Co-op supermarket is looking into the possibility of installing preventative measures to stop boy racers using their car park after closing hours. All these matters will be raised with Inspector Chisholm.
