Minutes of the Meeting held on 11 June 2003

Minutes of the Meeting held on 14 May 2003
J Crawford proposed and G Jack seconded approval of the Minutes, which were duly signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING:
Advertising Boards- Secretary had visited the businesses concerned and there had been a positive response.
Police Presence- Chairman reported that she had been informed that there would be no regular police presence at Community Council meetings. It was agreed that J Crawford would write to the Press, in a private capacity, concerning this situation,
Cathedral Clock- Secretary to add this item to the list of long outstanding matters.
Village History- A meeting had been held in the Leisure Centre on 27 May, with a good attendance and a second meeting will be held in Rosemarkie at 7.30 pm on 24 June.
Youth Services- see under A.O.C.B.
Long Outstanding Matters- Secretary reported that car park marking had been carried out in Cathedral Square and Station Road; and the Rosemarkie car park wall had been repaired. Money for gravel to repair the Feddon Hill footpath had been approved and the work will be done in conjunction with the grass cutting.
Toilet Block- Secretary to write to Chief Executive regarding the unacceptable delays encountered over the removal of this focal point for under-age drinking and drug abuse. Secretary reported that the Bye-law has been made and could be in place 28 days after approval by the Scottish Secretary.
Play Grounds- Mrs B Skinner reported that a combined football and basket ball frame had been erected in the Rosemarkie playing field. New swings will be provided at Fortrose and Cllr Barclay confirmed that new equipment will be put up at the King George V playing field in time for the school holidays. The funding from Moray Developments is due on completion of the housing.
Black Isle Partnership- G Jack reported on the review meeting held on 29 May. The Partnership will run out of funding next year and has no idea where to obtain it; nor does there appear to be a strategy or objectives.
Meals on Wheels- The new system of provision will be operating from March 2004. The WRVS will tender for the contract in September 2003.
Facility Signs, Rosemarkie- These are not applicable to a village on a through road and would need a Planning Application.
Veranda at Plough Inn- Confirmed as unauthorised – Planning Officer to deal.
Common Good Fund- Secretary, in consultation with G Phillips, to request full details. G Jack queried the possible extra income from the Rosemarkie Caravan site.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Highland Council and Area Committee agenda with weekly planning lists tabled.
Appeal from Black Isle Need to Play Association- £200 had bee donated in 2001 and members felt that with present funding commitments they could support the appeal this time.
Inland Revenue letter to Fortrose & Rosemarkie Community Association- Secretary to deal.
Advocacy Highland meeting- this is a volunteer group similar to the C.A.B.
Scottish Civic Forum briefing notes on consultations are regularly sent to the Secretary.

PLANNING:
Application No 02/00276/FULRC - Three Houses at Lower Wards. This is a resubmission after being deferred at a site hearing in January 2002. There were no objections from the Community Council at that time and it was agreed that the Secretary should speak at the hearing in the Council Chambers on 16 June.
Ryebank- Problems include retrospective planning applications, non compliance with planning conditions, footpaths, traffic calming and a new post box. Cllr Barclay, the Secretary, I Noble and Mrs B Skinner are involved.
A.O.C.B.
Beach Barbeques- Both are being misused and views on their retention should be sought prior to a decision at the July Meeting.
Benches- Replacements at Easter Greengates and a new one at Anderson Drive are needed.
General Matters- P McLoughlin asked if the bottle bank at Fortrose could include a bin for plastic bottles. He questioned the opening times of the Rosemarkie Pavilion toilets and reported that the Fortrose pavilion is a venue for under age drinking.

He requested that a letter of thanks be sent to householders and shops in Rosemarkie for their efforts in providing floral displays.
Youth Services- P McLoughlin said that a site for a youth venue was being sought and there were six volunteers so far. Youth worker information was being gathered and he was in contact with the youth worker in Cromarty, who might be invited to give a presentation with a view to a full time appointment for Fortrose.
