Addendum- Finance add " G Jack queried the amount paid to K Cummings as it appeared to be more than the original quotation for the Rosemarkie Footbridge repair, It was noted that the amount included a sum for providing an entrance from the Greengates path to the Leisure Centre. The Chairman agreed that an invoice for the extra amount should be sent to the Leisure Centre manager.

After these amendments, G Jack proposed and I Noble seconded adoption of the Minutes which were duly signed by the Chairman.
MATTERS ARISING:
Advertising Boards- Most businesses had responded but Mace Grocery has not fully complied and will be reminded.
Police Presence- J Crawford had spoken with a senior officer (Mr Henderson) who stated that there should be a Police presence at Community Council meetings. A formal letter is no longer needed.
Cathedral Clock- On going
Village History Group- two meetings had been held and it is hoped to have the Quincentenary film transferred to video by the Autumn when three meetings are planned. Details will be circulated.
Feddon Hill Footpath- On going. Cllr Barclay asked whether funds were available from O'Brien's to tarmac the path. He was told that some money is earmarked for amenity provision.
Toilet Block- Secretary advised that application for a demolition order was being made and work would then progress.
Play Grounds- Cllr Barclay reported that equipment, including a shelter, had been bought for Rosemarkie with the money from Moray Developments. Regarding the Fortrose play ground, the TEC Services Manager (Mr J Hearmon) is willing to help provide a piece of equipment costing up to £6,000; but Cllr Barclay's discretionary budget may be put towards this purchase.

It was noted that there is much litter around the play area and should be cleaned up by

the council cleaner at least once a week.
Youth Services- Cllr Barclay had carried out a survey at the Academy regarding the provision of a youth café and there had been a good response. The Community Council is supportive. A possible location might be as an extension to the King George V playing field pavilion.
Common Good Fund - Secretary and G Phillips had looked at previous abstracts of accounts and noted a serious drop in the credit balances in the past two years. from £15,000 to £7,000. There are other queries which the team is following up.
Plough Inn Verandah- On going.
Beach Barbeques- The barbeque at Roaemarkie will be used on the Fun Day n 19 July. G Jack is to locate the key for vehicle access to the pavilion field.
Benches - Secretary is obtaining quotations for steel benches and is aware of the need for a bench on he road up to Feddon Hill.
