Hand rail A new problem has arisen as it has now been established that the supports for the bridge are rotten and require replacement. Secretary to investigate, and to establish the ownership before we take further action. Questions were raised on the safety factor and whether a warning should be issued. J. Cornwell to investigate as to whether a contribution from Highland Council is appropriate.

Planning 1) Erect house and garage, 3 Dupac Gardens, Fortrose. J. Cornwell has written.
2) Erection of eight terraced houses. Phases 5b and 6 Feddon Hill. (i.e. 2 bedroom 
affordable houses) J. Cornwell has written to Albyn Housing. In hand.
5) Erect house and garage – Garden ground at Falconwood, Courthill Road, 
Rosemarkie (possible problem with excess surface water) N.B. There is another house 
in this area where planning consent is sought.

This can relate to young people of 13 and 14 years. He felt the local 'boy racers' have been reduced and hoped this would continue. He made the suggestion that the public should 'phone-in' if they see anything and the Police will attend whenever possible.
