1. Chairman's welcome The Chairman opened the meeting, welcoming the Highland Council members Cllr Barclay and Cllr.D. Alston and also in attendance, pending co-option, the four nominees E. Henderson, A. MacLeod, P. McLoughlin and J. McNicol.
2. Apologies J. Barclay, Cllr. I. McCallum, V. Grant and Cllr C Fraser.
3. Minutes of 12th March 2008
The minutes of 12th March 2008 were proposed by J. Cornwell and seconded by O. McLennan and with a modification from the Secretary were unanimously accepted by the Council.
4. Co-option of Nominees After an introduction from each of the four nominees, the Chairman requested they left the Chamber whilst the voting took place. The two Highland Councillors acted as scrutinizers. The results as follows; P. McLoughlin was voted as an associate member and the other three were co-opted on to the Council. The Chairman welcomed the appointed members and requested they formally joined the meeting. The new members were given a copy of the Constitution and given a briefing on declaring conflicts of interest.

6. MATTERS ARISING
The matter raised by D. Mackay on the state of the path leading down from Feddon Hill has been reported to the Access officer, Phillip Waite. No further action.

The bench placed at the Episcopal Church in Fortrose has been vandalised, and although this will be repaired it is suggested that a metal bench will be placed here.
Planning
1. Ness Gap development; no further news.

2. Feddon Hill see 8.
Correspondence
1. Secretary has discussed with D. Baldwin, Planning, with reference the concern of commercial use of 9 Ness Road, Fortrose. Planning to take action if required.
Roads and Pavements
1. Cllr Barclay is hopeful of acquiring a traffic monitor. Cllr is still hopeful of this.

Cllr Barclay also informed the meeting engineering work was still scheduled to take place at Hill of Fortrose when a proper drainage system was installed.
Police matters Secretary discussed with Co-op the need to take rubbish inside the building and to ensure that all trolleys are safely protected
Planning
1. The time limit has expired for the three houses on Precincts Road, Fortrose and this has now been refused

4. Feddon Hill 10 houses and 14 flats. Of these there will be 6 affordable, 2 bedroom, four person properties. Carried forward
7. POLICE MATTERS
Concern was raised about the comment in the Inverness Courier on the policy of police attending the Ward forum meetings instead of the Community Council, monthly meetings. E. Henderson stated that this was now being discontinued.

Again vandalism is having an unpleasant impact on Rosemarkie with senseless damage to a metal bench along the beach path. Also newly planted cherry trees have been uprooted and other wooden benches broken. A Community Councillor suggested that the front page headlines of forgiveness from a member of St Andrew's church appeared to have given a green light to young vandals who appear to consider that there will be no retribution associated with wanton damage.

A Letter is to be sent to Sgt Nicholson with a copy to Paul Eddington underlining the current problems.

A new area commander Andy Cowie will be in charge later this month. Action Secretary.

The Secretary was also asked to notify local MPs and MSPs over this matter with a request for a change in the byelaws allowing parents to be charged or fined for the misbehaviour of their children.
