1. Chair's Welcome
1.1 The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting and informed the committee that Mr McNicol had tendered his resignation from the CC. The Committee expressed their thanks for all Mr McNicol's contribution.

2. Apologies
2.1 Apologies were received from Allan Craig and Vint Grant.

3. Minutes of the previous Meeting
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mr Phillips and seconded by Mr Cornwell.

4. Points from the Public
4.1 There were no members of the public present and no points raised.

5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mrs Brown reported that she had heard that the service point at Fortrose was to be retained. In addition Mrs Brown reported that she had spoken to Chief Inspector Mike Coats and that he had confirmed not only that there was no intention to close it but that there was likely to be additional staff assigned. In addition he suggested that the CC write to him about a neighbourhood watch scheme.

5.2 Mrs Brown also reported that an archaeological impact assessment had been carried out on the ness gap site. There were no significant finds which would preclude development.

6. Police
6.1 Terry Fraser had informed Mrs Brown that she had seen schoolchildren going into St Andrew's Church. She had reported the matter to the rector, Mr Simpson. It was suggested that it might be more appropriate on any future occasion to inform the police.

6.2 Mrs Barclay said that if the youth café could start up again it might help with unruly youngsters. However, volunteers were urgently needed to help with manning the café in the evening.

7. Planning - General
7.1 There were five new planning applications notified. These were

1. 10/03559/AGR Land at Thistledhu – erect polytunnels. No comment.

1. 10/04140/FUL Land at Thistledhu – erect bothy and day shelter for horticulture. No comment.

1. 0/003945/FUL Application under Section 42 to vary Condition 2 of a previous permission for two letting cottages. The CC debated this application thoroughly taking into account the previous history relating to this land/building. There was general concern that if supported, this could set an unwelcome precedent. The CC opposed the application.

1. 10/03492/LBC Install replacement windows at Canonbury Cottage. The CC noted the application.

1. 10/02300/FUL Review of eight houses in Lower Wards. (Mr Wylie declared an interest and took no part in the discussion). The CC debated this application and decided to support the application provided that the site was within the local plan area designated for housing.

7.2 Mr Cornwell reported that he had obtained a copy of the proposed Highland wide local plan. Of interest to note was the debate ongoing about agricultural land being used for housing. A reply was due by 3rd December and it was agreed that a working group comprising Mrs Brown, Ms Steele, Mr Cornwell and Mr McLennan would meet and feed in comments.

8. Correspondence
8.1 Two main items of correspondence had been received. These were:

1. Information from the RSPB requesting funds and support for projects. Given our experience with the bridge project in the Fairy Glen, it was decided not to support this request.

10 Roads and Pavements
10.1 A meeting has been arranged with Sam McNaughton to discuss the CC proposals for the High St.

10.2 The bollard covers at the Co-op are broken and a number of complaints have been received about them. Mr McLennan will write to the manager about this. (Action Mr McLennan).

11. AOCB
11.1 The planning application made by Scottish Water has now been withdrawn. The CC would have to comment again on any new proposal made. Scottish Water will be coming back to the CC with new proposals.

11.2 The Black Isle Forum will be held in Culbokie on Thursday 11th November. The subject will be the local development plan.

11.3 Mrs Brown reported that a further 25 positions for lights had been identified in the two villages. The Council had agreed to provide 5 more power sockets only – and also fix the broken one opposite the surgery.

11.4 Mrs Brown informed the CC that she would be having a meeting with Mrs Downie, Mrs McGhee and Mrs Dalseme about the handover of the St Boniface fair. She would report back to the CC. (Action Mrs Brown).

11.5 The CC would apply to the Common Good Fund for the cost of two benches to be provided for King George Vth playing field play area. (Action Mr McLennan).

11.6 Ms Steele reported that the situation regarding the buses for the Black Isle at Inverness station is not improving. There was no driver to take over from the other driver at the end of his shift so the bus was just left there. Ms Steele will draft a letter to go to the Bus company.

11.7 Mr Cornwell reported on the meeting of the Chanonry Point Advisory Forum Group meeting. There was suggestion that the pedestrian path through to the beach should be leveled and disabled access made. The CC remembered that this was a suggestion made some time ago. Mr Cornwell thought that this should be done as part of the Leader programme on paths and the CC agreed with him. The Ward Manager is co-ordinating this Group and minutes will become available for the CC to see in the future.

11.8 Mrs Brown reported that residents in Fiery Hillock wanted the CC to ask the roads dept to grit the bump in the road in their cul de sac during the winter period. This was noted.
