1. Chair’s Welcome
1.1 The Chair welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies
2.1 Apologies were received from Allan Craig, Ewen Wylie and Vint Grant.
3. Minutes of the previous Meeting
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mrs Barclay and seconded by Mr MacLeod.
4. Points from the Public
4.1 There were no members of the public present and no points raised.
5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mrs Brown reported that Scottish Water (SW) have withdrawn the planning application for the works at the water treatment plant. Joanne Peebles had phoned to say that SW were re-considering their options and would come back to the CC when these were decided.
5.2 SW are holding a PR event in the Town House, Inverness on Tuesday 16th November should any member wish to attend.
3. The St Boniface meeting was still to be held.
3. The next Black Isle Forum will address the subject of Community Transport and also the Highland Wide Plan. Given the recent withdrawal of the Rosemarkie service by Stagecoach, the CC will field a strong contingent with Ms Steele and Messrs McLennan, Cornwell, and Craig attending.

7. Planning - General
7.1 There were four new planning applications notified. These were
· 10/04045/FUL 58 High St Fortrose – extension to house and roof alterations. No comment.
· 10/04274/FUL Phase 1 A?B Ness Gap – formation of temporary bus turning circle to serve residents and construction traffic – More information needed from planners.
· 0/04287/FUL 1 Ryebank – erect extension to house – No comment.
· 10/03492/LBC Install. The CC noted the application.
· 10/04391/AGR Thistledhu, Muiryden – erect two agricultural buildings – No comment.
7.2 Mr Cornwell reported that the Highland Council Planning Department had agreed with the CC and as a result, the developer had made amendments to the mix of houses and resubmitted the application. With these amendments, it was approved. The road had been re-aligned on the application but there was some debate as to whether or not this had encroached upon and made use of, common good land. If so, the Highland Council should be asked to write to the developer on this. (Action Mr Cornwell).
