1. Chair’s Welcome
1. Mrs Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies
2.1 Apologies were received from Mr Wylie.
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mr McGarry and seconded by Mr Cornwell
4. Points from the Public
4.1 There were no points from the public
5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mrs Brown informed the CC that in respect of the meeting about traffic measures in the High Street, a notice had been placed in the Ross-shire, notices had been placed in local shops, the Post Office and the library.
5.2 In respect of the Jubilee celebrations during 2-4th June, there will be a family day in Rosemarkie on the Saturday and planting of a tree in the Cathedral on the Sunday by Mr Cornwell. On the Monday there would be afternoon tee at the town hall with music provided by a local band. A gazebo would be needed for the band.
5.3 Mr Cornwell had drafted a letter to go the Planning Department as agreed at the previous meeting. This had been cleared by the CC and sent.
5.4 In relation to the issue raised by Mr Ballantyne regarding speed of cars at Feddon Hill, the original CC response had been checked and this stated that there should be a requirement for a 20mph speed limit. Mr Cornwell had emailed Mr Ballantyne several times but had received no response.
5.5 Cllr Barclay informed the CC that he had looked into the matter raised by Mrs Williams regarding the tree felling at Platcock. He had received assurance from the owners concerned that the felling was permitted under the terms of their title to their properties.
6. Police
6.1 There were no Police matters.
7. Planning
7.1 Mr Cornwell reported that 5 planning applications had been submitted. These were:
· 12/01206/PIP – extension to house, land 35 metres east of Wards Farm. There was some discussion on this application which seemed to be part of an area designated in the Local Plan for a courtyard style development. The site has to be checked for contamination and further clarification in relation to the Local Plan is required.
· 12/01415/FUL –Extension and alterations to Hillhaven, Ordhill. No adverse comment.
· 11/03867/FUL – Install air conditioning and refrigeration unit in shop (retrospective). No adverse comment.
· 12/01545/FUL – Demolish garage and erect replacement garage. Extension to house. No adverse comment.
· 12/01682/FUL – Erect toilet on Golf Course near Chanonry Point for use of golfers. Sited on rough ground near the sixth tee it will not be available to the public.
7.2 Mr Cornwell informed the CC that the application in relation to the Free Church had been approved. He also informed the CC that a public meeting/presentation regarding the Inner Moray Firth Development Plan would be held on the 23rdMay in the Town Hall. This should be an item for the agenda at the next meeting. (Action Mrs Brown).
8. Correspondence
8.1 A letter about the Beatrice Offshore Windfarm was received.
8.2 A letter had been received from the Classic Car Club informing the CC that their Classic car rally would be held on 25th August.
8.3 A letter had also been received from RSPB regarding Dawn Chorus Walks which were due to start week commencing 12th May..
9. Finance
9.1 There was nothing to report.
10 Roads and Pavements
10.1 It was noted that potholes were not being “hot-boxed” or sealed and thus were breaking up very quickly. Mr McLennan will write to the Highland Council about this. (Action Mr McLennan).
11. AOCB
11.1 It was noted that Chanonry Point is a mess and that the fence which was paid for by the CC has been taken down. This should be re-instated. It was also noted that common good land may have been encroached in building the new house at the point. It was suggested that a boundaries meeting with the new owners may be useful. We would need to check back in the minutes before this however. (Action Mr McLennan).
11.2 It was also noted that Mr Keith had removed a number of gorse bushes at the Fortrose caravan site.
11.3 Following discussion it was agreed to retain 19.00 as the start time for CC meetings.
11.4 At the side entrance to the pubic right of way at Greengates, there appears to be a broken fence post. Mrs Brown will look into this. (Action Mrs Brown).
11.5 The Beach Cleans were a great success although it was noted that only one member of the community turned out for the Fortrose day. Two tires and a road sign are awaiting collection by the Highland Council from the Rosemarkie clean and 15 bags of rubbish were collected from Fortrose.
11.6 Mrs Phillips informed the CC that Rosemarkie Amenities were trying to raise funding for new toilets as refurbishment of the existing toilets was not allowed. In addition signs had been erected to ask people to keep their dogs on a lead around the beach café area and a further “No Fouling” sign should be obtained from the Dog Warden.
11.7 More dog fouling bins were requested for Rosemarkie as the green bins had been removed from the beach side near to the Crofters.
11.8 The British Legion coffee morning celebrating Jubilee will be held from 10.30 – 14.00 on Saturday 2nd June.
