1. Chair’s Welcome
1. Mrs Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies
2.1 Apologies were received from Mr McGarry. The Chair informed the meeting that due to work commitments, Mr Wylie has resigned from the CC. We are all very grateful for the invaluable contribution that Mr Wylie has made during his term of office – and beyond.
3. Minutes
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mr Cornwell and seconded by Mr A MacLeod.
4. Points from the Public
4.1 Mrs Kinnear made a statement to the CC about her concerns over the appalling condition of the roads. Mrs Kinnear was informed about the CRN number at the service point which exists to report problems, potholes etc. Mrs Kinnear also made a statement that the people of Rosemarkie should have the Stagecoach service re-instated and that they were being penalized because of the new housing in Fortrose. It was explained to Mrs Kinnear that there were no bus services running down to the new houses on the Ness Gap site. Cllr Barclay added that the bus shelter erected should not have been put there.
5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mrs Phillips informed the CC that Leader funding was being found to pay for the refurbishment of the toilets in the beach café. 3 quotes were to be obtained for the work and there was a possibility that the beach café may open on weekends in the winter period. Much would depend on the cost/profit ratios.

5.2 The removal of the gorse bushes by the caravan site was permitted.
5.3 It is confirmed that the Leisure Centre management now have responsibility for hire of the Town Hall.
6. Police
6.1 The Chair reported that she had been to the Police station on a number of occasions but they were not there often. Calum MacRae said that there had been a few problems with youth disturbance and one youth had been arrested and put up for sentence..
7. Planning
7.1 Mr Cornwell reported that there were 2 planning applications. These were:
· Extension to Silverdales. No comment
· Erection of a single garage at Plot 41, Ness Gap. No comment.
7.2 Mr Cornwell gave an update to the CC on a number of planning matters. These were:
· the 2010 application in relation to the marine Nursing Home has been withdrawn.
· Extension to Lower Wards Farm is likely to be withdrawn.
· The Highland Wide Local Development Plan has been formally adopted.
8. Correspondence
8.1 Several items of correspondence. These were:
· A communication about Licensing Law Policy has been received from the Highland Council.
· The Spring/Summer magazine from SNH has been received.
· A request from the Ward Manager for suggested street names for the Ness Gap development. There was some discussion on this and after a number of suggestions had been made, it was finally agreed that Mario’s Way and St Boniface Drive were to be put forward.
· Scottish Water had sent a letter outlining the work that was being done. The WWTW will take a year to complete and all materials are to be delivered ‘en bloc’ into adjacent field to avoid ongoing delivery traffic. The upgraded WWTW will give increased capacity and the water quality of the discharge will be no less than previous. (There were a few muttered concerns about this as the water quality up until now has fallen short of SEPA standards). There was also some concerns raised about the proximity of the WWTW to nearby houses and infrastructure. It was agreed that Scottish Water should be asked to come to a future CC meeting. (Action Mrs Brown).
9. Finance
9.1 No statements had been received from the Bank..
10 Roads and Pavements
10.1 There were a number of issues raised about the state of the roads and pavements. These were:
· The poor state of the pavement between Fortrose and Rosemarkie.
· Potholes in the road at Waterfurrows.
· A large pothole in Castle Street.
· Poor condition of Crawford Avenue.
10.2 In answer to a question Cllr Barclay explained that potholes should be filled within three working days of being reported and that ‘hot-boxing’ would be used.
11. AOCB
11.1 Mr Neil MacLeod agreed to take forward the issues around the bus service to Rosemarkie. (Action Mr MacLeod).
11.2 Following a brief discussion on the traffic calming measures for the High Street, it was suggested that pwrhaps we should have ‘Smiley Faces’ speed monitors rather than the proposed narrowing of the road. It was agreed that we should ask Sam McNaughton about this. Mr McLennan undertook to do this. (Action Mr McLennan).
11.3 Mrs Brown gave a brief synopsis of the meeting that took place regarding the plans for Chanonry Point. Main issues were that hard core should be laid down, better waste system put in place, improved car park layout, and the railings taken down by TEC Services should be re-instated. Local residents have a made a number of suggestions and these are being evaluated. Cllr Barclay will speak to the Ward Manager about the fence/railings. It was also noted that the pier has a number of cracks. Mr McLennan will speak to Sam McNaughton on this. (Action Mr McLennan).
11.4 There are plans for the Youth Cafe to be relocated to the Town Hall. This will be for a trial period of three months. The site where the Youth Cafe was located is amenity land and has been identified as the car park for the swimming pool – when and if it arrives.
11.5 The St Boniface fair will be held on 9th August. All help will be greatly appreciated.
