1. Chair’s Welcome
1. Mrs Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting and asked Joanna to give us an update on the work to the WWTW.
2. WWTW
· Everything is proceeding to plan and there are no problems encountered. Photographs were circulated to show the work done so far. The work has reached a stage where there is the opportunity for some community benefit i.e. the contractor could release some workmen to undertake small projects within the community. Any ideas on this should be passed to Joanna Peebles.
· Aeration Chamber almost complete as are the tanks. Joanna undertook to provide another set of drawings to the CC. There has been no negative feedback on the work – indeed the contractor is being very co-operative in dealing promptly with any issues that arise e.g. the floodlights and generator noise.
· Joanna confirmed that the site would be fully landscaped at the completion of the work which was timetabled for summer 2013.
3. There was a brief discussion about possible projects that could be undertaken. It was agreed that it would be useful to have two of the contractor’s staff along to one of the CC meetings in the New Year to talk about what could be done.
2. Apologies
2.1 Apologies were received from Mrs Barclay.
3. Minutes
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mr A MacLeod and seconded by Ms Steele.
4. Points from the Public
4.1 There were no points from the public..
5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mrs Brown informed the CC that she had raised with Stagecoach about changes to the timetable. They informed her that an extra bus would be put on at 08.05 and that the 08.35/09.10 buses will not be going via N Kessock. These changes will help to alleviate delays due to the bridge works next year.
5.2 Mr McLennan would arrange to meet with Messrs MacLeod to discuss the plans for the Town Hall replacement shed/garage. (Action Mr McLennan).
5.3 The meeting of the Black Isle community councils will take place in Cromarty on 15th January 2013.
5.4 The OAP dinner will be held on 24th January at the Gordon Memorial Hall.
6. Police
6.1 The Police reported that it was very quiet in the area (possibly due in part to the very cold weather) and only two incidents had occurred over alcohol.
6.2 The concern was raised again about fast cars speeding through the villages and a question was asked about the possibility of speed cameras being placed in strategic places. The CC were informed that speed cameras were only located in accident black spots but that new legislation is to be introduced regarding youngsters speeding. A first offence would lead to a warning, a second offence would lead to seizure of the vehicle.
6.3 On parking, a new traffic warden is being recruited and they will be monitoring the situation in the villages and taking any necessary action.
6.4 The Chair thanked the Constable for coming along to the meeting and providing such a helpful update.
7. Planning
7.1 Two planning applications had been notified. These were:
· 12/04116/FUL - Erect extension to house, install staircase and raise roof height, Feur Mor, Fortrose.
· 12/04495/FUL - Erect extension to house and roof canopy, Conasg, Fortrose.
7.2 As these applications would be dealt with under delegated powers the CC had no comment.
7.3 Mr Cornwell informed the CC that the applications regarding the Crofters’ Bar and land next to the Crofters’ had been withdrawn.
7.4 A question was raised about the garage and extension at the house down at the foot of Academy Street/Greengates. The CC were sure that we had not been consulted on any planning application. Mr Cornwell will check on this. (Action Mr Cornwell).
8. Correspondence
8.1 An insurance proposal form had been received from the Highland Council. Mr McLennan will complete this and send it to Colin Mackenzie. (Action Mr McLennan).
8.2 Mrs Phillips had received a notification from the Highland Council regarding the Andrewina Junor Trust disbursement. This amounted to £21.00. It was agreed that the CC would contribute a further £199.00 to this amount to make the Xmas disbursement more meaningful.

10 Roads and Pavements
10.1 The CC were informed that above the main turning into Feddon Hill, there was a considerable amount of water leaking onto the road and freezing solid. It was a clear driving hazard and it was thought that this water was coming from Scottish Water pipework at the water supply pump. Mrs Brown undertook to inform Scottish Water. (Action Mrs Brown).
11. AOCB
11.1 There will be carols in the cathedral again this year as agreed by Historic Scotland. Mr McGarry undertook to turn on the power supply in the clock tower for the extension cable. (Action Mr McGarry).
11.2 The CC were informed that the Golf Club had raised the point that although they had received some grit for the car park, they had not been given any grit bins. The Highland Council are to issue details of the winter resilience scheme which the CC will be looking at.
11.3 Ms Steele informed the CC about problems she had encountered when trying to use the Dial a Bus service. There were problems with getting in touch with whoever was responsible oin three occasion and when the bus did eventual turn up on a future occasion it was 20 minutes late. Ms Steel made the valid point that a deaf person could not use the existing phone service. The Chair undertook to raise this issue formally. (Action Mrs Brown).
11.4 Mr Mclennan raised the matter of the re-instatement work to the fencing at Chanonry Point which should have been carried out by the Highland Council. He will write to the Ward Manager on this. (Action Mr McLennan).
