1. Chair’s Welcome
1. Mrs Brown welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies
2.1 No apologies were received.
3. Minutes
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mr Cornwell and seconded by Mr McGarry.
4. Points from the Public
4.1 There were no points from the public...
5. Matters Arising
5.1 Mr McLennan spoke to the Ward Manager about the fencing at Chanonry Point. Mrs Agnew will come back to us on this.
5.2 There was some discussion about the proposed new speed limits and the three letters that had been received objecting to them.
5.3 Congratulations to Mrs Phillips for organising the clean of the path at Rosemarkie and dealing with the Rosemarkie end of the winter resilience scheme.
5.4 Thanks to Mr McGarry and the beach cleaners for their sterling efforts. Two bags were collected from Rosemarkie and 10 bags from Fortrose. It was agreed that a donation of £40 would be given again to the Club who helped for the second year running.
6. Police
6.1 There were no police matters.
7. Planning
7.1 Mr Cornwell informed the CC that there were 7 planning applications. These were discussed and it was agreed that there was no adverse comment in relation to each of the applications.
7.2 Mr Cornwell then went on to give an update to the CC on the Ness gap application Area D. The archaeologist had found more burial remains on the site and these were being evaluated.
