1. Chair’s Welcome
1. Mr McGarry welcomed everyone to the meeting.
2. Apologies
2.1 Elizabeth Brown, Okain McLennan
3. Minutes
3.1 The minutes of the previous meeting were proposed by Mrs Steele and seconded by Mr Cornwell.
4. Points from the Public
1. There was a presentation from Peter Elborne from Transition Black Isles Million Miles project. They have received £194,741 over three years from the Scottish Government's Climate Challenge Fund and aim to promote cycling, car sharing and public transport. Currently they have 430 members and can offer among other things:
· Small amount of finance towards public bike rakes

· Fuel efficient driving courses with the Energy Saving Trust

· Community cycling trainers
They are happy to take the lead on discussing transport issues or difficulties and liaising between the Highland Council, Community Councils and Stagecoach to try and resolve any difficulties or to promote ideas.
Action point: Community Councilors to provide Mr McGarry with any transport concerns before the end of May 2013 and he will collate these and forward to Mr Elborne.
5. Matters Arising
5.1 There were no matters arising
6. Police
6.1 There were no police matters.
7. Planning
7.1 Mr Cornwell informed the CC that there were 3 planning applications. These were discussed and it was agreed that there was no adverse comment in relation to the 2 of the applications.
2. The 3rd application was in relation to Ness Gap areas E and F. 
Mr Cornwell went on to give an update on the application and raised concerns that the application was being changed from 1.5 story houses to entirely 2 story houses. He was also concerned about the density of the houses increasing from 13 per hectare to 20 per hectare.
Action point: Mr Cornwell was asked to prepare a letter of response stating in the strongest possible terms that:
1. the original terms of 1.5 story houses at 13 per hectare was adhered to and
2. that no development was to proceed on areas E & F until area D was completed meeting the terms stated above.
8. Correspondence
8.1 There were no items of correspondence.
9. Finance
1. No financial report was available due to the treasurer not being in attendance.
2. It was noted that last years accounts had still not been signed off by the auditor.
3. A query was made as to whether the annual rent had been reviewed for the caravan parks.

10 Roads and Pavements
10.1 Potholes on the Fairy Glen road were becoming hazardous and causing problems
Action point: Cllr Barclay to follow up
11. AOCB
11.1 The CC were informed that Okain MacLennan had tendered his resignation due to personal circumstances. Mr McGarry agreed to take on the role of minute secretary.
Action point: Mrs Brown to provide an update on the secretary and treasurer roles at the next CC meeting.
11.2 The next ward forum would be held by the end of June.
4. There was a break in at the George IV park shed
4. The CC were reminded to check on notice required for the AGM
Action point: Chair to clarify and post notice of the AGM
4. Issue was raised about dogs running off the lead at Rosemarkie beach. It was noted that nothing substantial could be done as this would require a new by-law.
4. Cllr Barclay informed the CC that the Rosemarkie caravan park erosion was now included in the capital plan. The Black Isle councilors were working together to resist the money to repair coming out of the Common Good fund.
4. Mr Cornwell advised that proper notice should be given for the date of the CC AGM.
Action point: Mrs Brown to put up AGM notices in public places and consider a newspaper advert. Mr McGarry to update the facebook page.
4. Mr MacLeod asked what is happening about potential work that Scottish Water volunteers could be carrying out.
Action point: Mrs Brown to contact Scottish Water again for a list of previous projects that they have been involved with.
